End-of-the-Year Art Appreciation Wrap-Up Instructions
For those of you conducting the May wrap-up art lesson, here is a bit of information:
Portfolios:
       The big, BRIGHT LIME portfolio paper is on the bottom shelf of the art cabinet.  It should be folded so that the art will fit in it (i.e., not lengthwise).  You can punch a hole through the sides and there is white ribbon to tie through the hole. There are also hole reinforcement stickers to use in the cabinet.  There is an example on top of the paper for you to follow.  Please fold the paper ahead of time and glue the table of contents (located near the portfolio paper) for your class on the inside of each.
       Have the students color and decorate the cover of their portfolio with markers, crayons and sharpies how they wish, making sure to include the following:
o       Their full name
o       Bancroft Art Appreciation
o       Their Teacher’s name and classroom number.
They could also include any or all of the artist’s names or just their favorite.

When they are finished decorating the cover, hand out their art from the year and ask them to put it in chronological order and place inside.

At this time you can collect and tie them shut with a ribbon and store in the art room in the bin labeled ‘portfolios’.
Wrap-Up Lesson:
       In addition to creating the portfolios, this lesson contains a review of some sort.  This can be as elaborate as you'd like.  It can range from discussing each artist and showing a retrospective slide show and highlighting the key points of each lesson, to playing Jeopardy based on the lessons etc.  It is up to you.

       We would love for you to take an informal survey of the most favorite and least favorite lessons and why. Any feedback you could give to us on this would be great for making improvements for next year.

       You could also ask each child to pick their favorite piece and come up to the front of the class to share what they like about it (strictly on a voluntary basis).  Most of them are very proud of their work and like to talk about it! 

Please try to schedule the wrap-up prior to Open House, as the portfolios will be displayed then.
