Frequently Asked Questions

Q.  How often will the students have an Art Class?

A.  Each classroom will have one lesson a month during October, November, January, February, March, and April.  Each lesson will last 60-90 minutes.  In May the students will have a class to assemble all of their artwork into an Art Portfolio.  The Art Portfolio will be on display at Open House and will be taken home.

Q.  Who will teach the Art Lesson?

A.  Parent Volunteers will teach the Art Program.  There will be a lead parent volunteer and an assistant parent volunteer at each lesson.  The teacher will also be present to help the class.

Q. Do the parent volunteers need specific artistic talents?

A.  ABSOLUTELY NOT!  Each lesson is already planned out so that all you need to do is read the material in the lesson folder and present it.  If you need help we are there to support you!!  (I do not have any artistic talent and I have taught many lessons!)

Q.  Do the lessons build on one another?

A.  YES!  As your child moves through each lesson and each grade they will continually broaden their art experience.   They will be exposed to new cultures, different styles of art and will experience using different medium.

Q.  Can the Art Program be modified?

A.  Yes.  During the year the Art Appreciation Committee will gather feedback from the parent volunteers, teachers, and students so that the program can continue to improve.

Q. How will the parent volunteer know which materials to use?

A.  In the Art Room the materials will be organized by each project and will be easy to access.  A separate folder has been prepared for every lesson along with a collection of samples and other images for use during the class.

Q.  Where will the art lessons be given?

A.   In the Art Room (D-3)!

Q.  How will the timing of the class be determined?

A.  Each lead parent volunteer from each classroom will work with his or her teacher to determine the appropriate day and time for any given month.   An online calendar (powered by Google) is used to reserve the art room.
