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PROGRAMING & SCHEDULING 
 

SCHEDULING 
 
Returning students register in the spring semester for the courses that will make up their 
‘class schedule’ for the following school year.  Students are placed in specific classes and 
periods based on the classes and sections created in the Master Schedule, which are 
based on their ‘sign ups’.  The Master Schedule is, therefore, “student-driven” or built in 
response to student requests.  The availability of classes is determined by: 

1. Student needs and interests 
2. Availability of appropriately credentialed faculty 
3. Availability of facilities, materials and funds 
4. State and district regulations and requirements 

 
Every student is guaranteed placement in the courses required for graduation.  It is not 
possible to guarantee placement in a student’s first elective choice.  Therefore, students 
are encouraged to carefully consider their alternative selections in the event their first 
choices are either full, do not fit into their schedule due to a conflict with another class, or 
are cancelled due to low student interest.  Failure to provide alternative elective choices 
may result in placement in non-selected available courses. 
 
 
PREREQUISITES 
 
Prerequisites for admission to classes are determined by the district.  Prerequisites are 
based upon (1) necessary student background of experiences, skill and maturity, and (2) 
logical progression of level (Spanish I before Spanish II, etc.).   
 
 
COURSE CHANGES (NEW POLICY) 
 
It is crucial that serious consideration be given to each of the courses a student 
selects as no student-requested course changes will be considered in the fall.  
Students and parents should consider the expectations of each class requested, 
especially Honors and Advanced Placement courses, in terms of student time, level 
of interest and other commitments such as athletics, work or other out of school 
activities.  The completion of the COURSE REQUEST CARD, when signed by 
student and parent or guardian, constitutes a contract between student, parent or 
guardian, and Clayton Valley High School.  The Master Schedule of classes and the 
assignment, and possible hiring of teachers to teach those classes, is based on the 
courses students select in the spring. 
 
 
Course changes will be made for academic misplacement or computer error ONLY!    
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POLICY FOR DROPPING A CLASS 
 

1.  The Mt. Diablo Unified School District requires all students to enroll in six classes 
each Semester. (Seniors may petition the principal for a 5 period day if specific 
criteria is met.) 
2.  Students wishing to DROP a class must do so during the first three weeks of the 
semester with parental and Administrative approval. 
3.  Students dropping a class while maintaining a passing grade will receive a “No 
Credit” or “Withdrawal” on their records. 
4.  A student/ parent/ teacher/ administrator conference may be required prior to 
allowing a student to drop a class. 
5.  Students dropping a class while maintaining an “F” will receive an “F” on their 
records.  In special cases, teachers may recommend a “No Credit” or “Withdrawal”. 
6.  Students who DROP a class after the third week of the semester will receive a 
grade of WF. 

 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT PROGRAM 
 
Advanced Placement (AP) courses offer the opportunity to do college level work at Clayton 
Valley High School.  The curriculum for these courses is standard throughout the country 
and is very rigorous.  Advanced Placement classes are taught with the explicit goal of the 
students successfully completing the Advanced Placement Examination.  The courses are 
available to qualified, academically talented students in the eleventh and twelfth grades.  
Admittance to an AP class may include (but is not limited to) the following steps: a 
completed application, teacher recommendation(s), sample(s) of student’s work, completed 
summer assignments, and/or counseling by an AP teacher.  Students will earn an additional 
grade point: A=5, B=4, C=3, the same as an honors course.  Students taking AP classes are 
required to sign a contract, along with their parents, agreeing to commit to the class for 
the year. 
 
Students are encouraged to sign up to take the Advanced Placement Examinations(s).  Many 
colleges will give college credit based on the student’s score(s) on the examinations(s).  
Check with the individual colleges to find out which examinations and passing scores they 
will accept.  Each three-hour test is administered annually in May.  An AP Grade report is 
sent in July to the student, high school and college(s) if requested.  Applications are 
available in the College/Career Center.  Check with the Career Center for the cost of exam. 
(Note:  Students may take an AP test without taking the course.) 
 
HONORS PROGRAM 
 
Honors (H) courses offer the opportunity to do an enriched and/or accelerated rigorous 
curriculum in several areas.  The courses are available to qualified, academically talented 
students in the eleventh and twelfth grades.  Students will earn an additional grade point: 
A=5, B=4, C=3 for honors classes.  Acceptance of the numbers of honors credits varies by 
university. 
 
It is always to a student’s advantage, when applying to college, to take the most rigorous 
academic schedule that they are able to manage because they will be evaluated on how 
“challenging” the curriculum. 
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Mt. Diablo Unified School District 
Athletic and Extra-Curricular Eligibility Rules 

High School 
 

Effective September 1999 all students of the Mt. Diablo Unified School District participating in athletic 
and extra-curricular activities shall be subject to the following eligibility rules pursuant to MDUSD Policy 
6145(a) Eligibility to Represent the School. 
 
Initial Eligibility 
 

1. Students must achieve a 2.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale during the previous grading 
period.  Grades which count for eligibility are the first quarter grades; first semester grades; third 
quarter grades; second semester grades. 

 
2. Students will be currently enrolled in a minimum of 20 credits or the equivalent. 

 
3. Students will have passed a minimum of 20 credits or the equivalent in the previous grading 

period. 
 

4. Students will demonstrate minimum progress towards graduation.  For purposes of this rule 
minimum progress is defined as the successful completion of 50 units by the beginning of the 10th 
grade; successful completion of 105 units by the beginning of the 11th grade; and successful 
completion of 160 units by the beginning of the 12th grade.  Work completed in summer school, 
adult school, or alternative education programs before the beginning of each academic year shall 
be counted towards meeting the requirements. 

 
5. All students entering from the eighth grade must have achieved a grade point average of 2.0 on a 

4.0 scale in the last grading period of the eighth grade year for initial eligibility. 
 

6. Students will demonstrate good citizenship record, both on and off campus, as determined by the 
principal. 

 
Probationary Status 
 
Students who fail to meet academic requirements for eligibility may seek probationary status under the 
following guidelines: 
 

1. Probation will be granted only one time during a student’s high school experience. 
 

2. Probation will be for a period of one grading period (nine weeks). 
 

3. Probation will be granted to students only for failure to achieve a 2.0 grade point average or 
failure to maintain minimum progress towards graduation.  Students with less than a 1.5 grade 
point average will be granted probation by the principal only under extraordinary and 
extenuating circumstances. 

 
4. Students must apply in writing to the Principal or Principal’s designee for probation. 

 
5. Students who fail to comply with the conditions of probation shall immediately lose their 

eligibility.  They will not have another opportunity for probationary status. 
 

6. Students who violate the MDUSD’s rule on drug/alcohol/tobacco abuse shall lose eligibility for a 
period of forty-five (45) school days (exclusive of Summer School) for the first offense and one-
hundred and eighty (180) school days for the second and subsequent offenses.  First time 
offenders must successfully complete a drug/alcohol/tobacco workshop prior to regaining 
eligibility.  Failure to do so will result in continued ineligibility. 

 
7. Students are cautioned to use the probation opportunity wisely.  Using the probationary period 

during the ninth and tenth grade years may preclude them from participation in the eleventh and 
twelfth grade year.

Web Page Design is a rigorous year-long 
course intended to prepare students for a 
position in the field of Web Design.  The 
course focuses on technical reading and 
writing, while also engaging students in the 
creative writing process. 
 
This course revolves around the four main 
components of Web Design.  1)  The Visual 
aspect:  making the site to look appealing, 
compelling and/or entertaining; creating 
sophisticated graphics and intuitive 
navigation, and using god visual judgment in 
the presentation of content.  2.)  The 
Technical aspect:  knowing how to design 
and optimize pages and graphics for 
efficient downloads and display; knowing 
the basics of Web technology; and being 
familiar with what advanced or enhanced 
technologies should be recommended and 
implemented.  3.)  Information 
Architecture:  Research and development 
of content (subject matter).  Clear and 
concise writing to effectively convey a 
thought, an idea, or a position to the target 
audience.  4)  Ethical aspect.  Copyrights, 

trademarks, and plagiarism. 
 
Students learn basic HTML, CSS, 
JavaScript, DHTML, and the Macromedia 
Suite Set (Dreamweaver MX, Flash MX, and 
Fireworks MX).

EDUCATION (W.E.E.)

Through Work Experience Education, 
students have the opportunity to gain 
valuable on-the-job training before 
graduation from high school.  Their job 
performances are observed and evaluated 
both by their Work Experience Coordinator 
and their employers.  Through Work 
Experience Education seminars, students 
are introduced to career planning and 
decision-making, the career search process, 
preparation of a professional personal 
resume, and will learn about budgeting their 
time and money.  They will also cover such 
vital daily processes as banking, financial 
investing, job survival, and self-awareness, 
and will become aware of the 
responsibilities they must accept as they 
enter the “World of Work.” 
 
Parent approval is required.  This course 
provides a supervised assignment for 
students employed in business, sales, 



distributive, legal office or trade and 
industrial occupations.  Students must work 
an average of 10-12 hours per week for 5 
semester hours of school credit: an average 
of 20 or more hours per week for 10 
semester hours of school credit each 
semester.  Students must have a valid 
Permit to Work, which complies with the 
State of California Labor Code and the 
work orders of the Department of 
Industrial Relations.

The course offers direct 
instruction in phonemic awareness, word 
recognition, fluency, oral and silent reading, 
and word meaning.  Individual assessment 
of students’ strengths and weaknesses in 
reading proficiency is an integral part of 
the course. 
 
 

ACADEMIC LITERACY - II 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Teacher & Administrator 

recommendation or approval 
Academic Literacy II is a year-long, 
elective designed to aid students who need 
strategic intervention to access content 
area text, critical thinking, and 
intermediate writing (may include essays 
and/or a career research report).  The 
course offers direct instruction in 
metacognitive reading strategies to 
negotiate meaning in increasingly difficult 
material to prepare students for upper 
division text-based coursework.  Individual 
assessment of students’ strengths and 
weaknesses in reading proficiency is an 
integral part of the course. 
 
 

ACADEMIC LITERACY - III 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Teacher & Administrator 

recommendation or approval 
Academic Literacy is a year long elective 
designed to aid students who need to 
master grade level content area standards.  
The course offers continued direct 
instruction in metacognitive reading 
strategies to negotiate meaning in the 
increasingly difficult material to prepare 
students for upper division and college level 
text-based coursework.  Individual 
assessment of students’ strengths and 
weaknesses in these areas is an integral 
part of the course. 



ACADEMIC SUCCESS 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
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This course will help students enhance 
personal responsibility and interpersonal 
skills while focusing on academic success.  
Service-learning is an integral part of this 
class and is done in conjunction with school 
and/or community service.  This class 
addresses themes such as respect, 
integrity, goal setting, team building, and 
organizational skills.  Upper-class students 
(high school) and repeating students (at 
middle school) act as mentors for the 
students in this class. The six main 
components of this class are: school and 
workplace literacy, character education, 
skills for effective learning, personal well-
being, school-to-career exploration, and 
service-learning. 
 
 

ENGLISH I 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English I is a required one-year freshman 
class.  It is designed to help students 
continue development in the language arts: 
reading, writing, speaking and listening.  
This course includes instruction in 
composition, vocabulary, grammar, and the 
interpretation of literature.  Skills and 
concepts are taught in an integrated way to 
be mutually reinforcing. 
 
 
ENGLISH II 
Grade Level: 10 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English I 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English II is a required one-year sophomore 
class.  This course continues the emphasis 
on the four language arts:  reading, writing, 

speaking, and listening.  Additional exposure 
to various types of literature and continued 
emphasis on developing written expression 
are stressed.  Skills and concepts are 
taught in an integrated way to be mutually 
reinforcing. 
 
 

ENGLISH III 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English II 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English III is a one-year required junior 
class.  This course will enable students to 
continue developing their abilities in the 
skills of English.  Works of literature with 
an emphasis on American authors will be 
studied; composition work will emphasize 
developing ability in a variety of written 
modes.  Skills and concepts are taught in an 
integrated way to be mutually reinforcing.  
 
 

ENGLISH III-HONORS 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English II.  Successful 

completion of application process  
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English III Honors is a one-year course for 
a limited number of students who are highly 
motivated, able to assume considerable 
responsibility for their progress and willing 
to pursue topics in depth. Intensive study 
of works of American literature and 
advanced forms of composition will be 
required. The course will have a  
comprehensive written final examination.  
Students will be selected by an application 
process. 
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ENGLISH IV 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English IV is a required one-year senior 
class.  In this course students will expand 
their knowledge of the classics, modern 
works of world literature, and non-fiction.  
This course focuses on close reading of 
literary works and on advanced forms of 
composition with development of both style 
and precision.  Skills and concepts are 
taught in an integrated way to be mutually 
reinforcing.   
 
 

ENGLISH IV-AP 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English III., or English 

III Honors.  Successful 
completion of application 
process 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course engages highly motivated 
students in the careful reading and critical 
analysis of imaginative literature.  Students 
deepen their understanding of the ways 
writers use language to provide both 
meaning and pleasure for their readers.  
Students consider a work's structure, 
style, and themes as well as use of 
figurative language, imagery, symbolism, and 
tone.  The course includes intensive study 
of representative works from various 
genres and periods, concentrating on works 
of recognized literary merit.  Reading is 
wide and deep and builds upon the reading 
done in previous English courses.  (This 
course is aligned with the DUSD Language 
Arts Content Standards.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 

ENGLISH ELECTIVES 
 
 

CREATIVE WRITING, ROP 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Must be at least 16 years 

old 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course offers experiences in reading, 
writing, and publishing, so that students 
perceive themselves as writers who can be 
published.  Students read extensively in 
short fiction and poetry, and write 
frequently, participation in the campus 
literary magazine.  Students will author a 
web site to publish their own work.  In 
addition, students will participate in a 
public poetry reading and submit their 
work to at least one contest and 
publication outside the school community. 
 
 

CREATIVE WRITING A-B 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC (both A & B 

must be completed in the same 
school year) 

Creative Writing is a seminar-style course 
for students interested in writing.  Through 
whole class instruction, small group work, 
and individual instruction, students will 
develop their own voices and styles in 
writing, and gain skill and confidence in 
utilizing a  writing  process in a variety of 
genres.  Students will read a variety of 
literary selections to use as models and 
stimuli for writing.  
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INTRODUCTION TO FILM 
STUDY 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Film is one of the major collaborative art 
forms of the 20th century.  This course will 
examine the many aspects of this art form, 
such as the history and aesthetics of film 
and other moving images.  It will examine 
film in terms of vocabulary, criticism, 
grammar, production elements, genre, 
collaboration, acting, modes of music, 
historical context, and career 
opportunities. 
 
 

ADVANCED FILM STUDY 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Intro. to Film Study, 

Video Production I, II or 
Instructor approval 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course is designed for students who 
have a serious interest in cinema as a major 
art form of the 20th and 21st centuries.  
Students will use the language and tools 
learned in Introduction to Film Study to 
focus on the work of outstanding directors 
of the past and present.  All of the 
directors studied have made a significant 
contribution to the development of film, 
have a compelling vision and unique style, 
and have a personal stamp that cuts across 
films, genres, and decades. 
 
 

JOURNALISM I  
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course introduces students to a 
variety of writing and editorial skills 
involved in creating and publishing a 

newspaper.  Students will study 
communication strategies, aesthetics in 
the art of mass communication, and various 
media.  Students will develop an awareness 
of journalistic integrity and the balance 
between the rights and responsibilities of 
media in a free society.  In addition, they 
will explore careers related to journalism.   
 
 

JOURNALISM II 
Grade Level: 10-12  
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Journalism I or 

Instructor approval 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 

approval) 
May be repeated for credit. 
This course is devoted to the development 
and publication of the school newspaper.  
Students will use a variety of writing and 
editorial skills. Students will assume 
traditional staff roles related to 
newspaper production. Students will use 
communication strategies and knowledge 
of aesthetics in newspaper design.  
Students will practice journalistic 
integrity recognizing their rights and 
responsibilities as members of the press. 
In addition, they will examine in depth 
careers related to journalism.  
 
 

JOURNALISM III 
Grade Level: 11-12  
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Journalism II or 

Instructor approval 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 

approval) 
May be repeated for credit. 
This course incorporates all the 
requirements of Journalism II with 
heightened leadership responsibilities on 
the traditional staff organizational ladder. 
 
 



JOURNALISM IV 
Grade Level: 12  
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Journalism III or 

Instructor approval 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 

approval) 
May be repeated for credit. 
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This course incorporates the course of 
study for Journalism III.  It will be based 
upon an agreement between advisor and 
student which will provide enriching 
experiences which may include mentoring, 
internships and special projects.  
 
 

PUBLIC SPEAKING I 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Public Speaking I is an elective course 
designed to help students develop oral 
language skills in a variety of planned and 
spontaneous public speaking situations, and 
to gain research and organizational skills 
necessary for a variety of types of oral 
presentations. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

PUBLIC SPEAKING II 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Public Speaking I 
College Prep: CSU/UC  
May be repeated for credit. 
Public Speaking II is a rigorous course 
designed to challenge students to expand 
oral language and organizational skills in all 
professional facets.  Students will engage 
in in-depth research including the use of 
technology. 

VIDEO PRODUCTION I 
(Broadcast Journalism)  
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Journalism I 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 

approval) 
Students will learn the basic aspects of 
video production, both in front of, and 
behind the camera.  They will study the 
techniques of video production and create 
their own theme-based video projects.  
There will be an emphasis on the uses of 
communication (speech, language, and 
writing) and organizational skills.  This 
course includes aesthetics, cultural aspects, 
and history of television and video 
production and is aligned to the Mt. Diablo 
Unified School District Visual and 
Performing Arts standards.  
 
This class is designed for all students with 
or without previous experience in video 
production and is the prerequisite for Video 
Production II. 
 
VIDEO PRODUCTION II 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Video Production I 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 

approval) 
This class includes advanced instruction in 
all aspects of video/audio production, from 
techniques for on-camera talent (as a 
spokesperson, news anchor, and dramatic 
performer), to script writing, 
storyboarding, studio operation, directing, 
producing, linear and digital editing of 
video productions.  Students will develop a 
portfolio (demo reel) of their work as well 
as other projects.  The Video II students 
will work with the instructor on refining 
techniques and on major video projects.  
Theme-based projects skills will support 
other curricular areas and serve as a link 
from school to professional careers.  The 



class stresses the practical use of 
communication (speech, language, and 
writing), computer, and organizational 
skills.  This course includes aesthetics, 
cultural aspects, and the history of 
television and video production and is 
aligned to the Mt. Diablo Unified School 
District Visual and Performing Arts 
standards. 
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VIDEO PRODUCTION III 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Video Production II 
College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 
approval) 
This class centers on advanced learning of 
video/audio production, from techniques 
for on-camera talent (as a spokesperson, 
news anchor, and dramatic performer), to 
script writing, storyboarding, studio 
operation, directing, producing, linear and 
digital editing of video productions.  
Students will develop a portfolio (demo 
reel) of their work as well as other 
projects.  The Video Production III 
students will work with the instructor, 
other students, and independently to 
refine techniques on major video projects.  
Theme-based projects skills will support 
other curricular areas and serve as a link 
from school to professional careers.  The 
class stresses the practical use of 
communication (speech, language, and 
writing), computer, and organizational 
skills.  This course includes aesthetics, 
cultural aspects, and the history of 
television and video production and is 
aligned to the Mt. Diablo Unified School

ENGLISH LANGUAGE 
LEARNER PROGRAM 
 
 
 

ELD ACADEMIC LANGUAGE 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Placement by 

ELD/CELDT Assessment 
Class may be repeated for elective 

credit 
This course accelerates the learning of 
academic English, which students need to 
succeed in their core-content classrooms.  
Teaching in this course focuses on 
strategies that enable English Learners to 
comprehend the language of textbooks, 
lectures, and discussions.   Likewise, 
students learn the kinds of language 
needed to interact collaboratively with 
English speaking students in academic 
settings. The course provides EL students 
with opportunities to develop their 
thinking abilities, encourages them to read 
and write extensively, and offers support 
and encouragement for success in their 
core-content studies.  The course provides 
access to textbooks and content topics 
covered in their core-content classrooms.  
Instruction is developmental and is thus 
delivered in ways appropriate to the 
English proficiency level of each student.  
The oral-language, reading, and writing 
activities of the course incorporate the 
cultural background, living experiences, 
and knowledge that students bring to the 
classroom.

Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Placement by 

ELD/CELDT Assessment

course enhances the student’s self-
confidence and promotes language 
proficiency for personal, social, and 
educational purposes.  A special emphasis is 
placed on developing the student’s academic 
English proficiency.  Performance 
objectives describe what a second-language 
learner should be able to do by the end of 
the course.  Instruction is developmental 
and includes a variety of communicative, 
meaning-based approaches, which 
incorporate a range of thinking skills.  The 
course fosters an appreciation of the 
cultural diversity of all students.

AMERICAN SIGN 
LANGUAGE I 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC

expressive ASL skills to begin to develop 
fluency.  Students learn to use these skills 
while exploring a variety of themes and 
topics.  They begin to recognize 
similarities and differences between the 
target culture and the hearing culture  
 
Students will communicate within the 
context of learned vocabulary and 
structure.  In a learning environment that 
is supportive of and conducive to the 
development of new perspectives, students 
may acquire intercultural awareness and 
experience personal and academic growth 
through positive personal interactions.  
Students will develop confidence in moving 
between an aural/oral language and a 
visual/gestural language.  Receptive and 
expressive sills are still emergent.

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Level II ASL is a 
communication/performance-based course 
in which students hone their receptive and 
expressive ASL skills to expand fluency.  
Students apply these skills and learn more 
advanced skills while exploring a variety of 
themes and topics.  They compare and 
contrast similarities and differences 
between the target culture and the 
hearing culture.  In doing so, they develop 
cultural sensitivity and awareness of 
appropriate behaviors and attitudes within 
the target culture. 
 
Students will meet the expectations of 
the communicative functions within the 
context of familiar vocabulary and 
structures.  In a learning environment that 
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continues to be supportive of and 
conducive to the development of new 
perspectives, students acquire 
intercultural awareness and experience 
personal and academic growth through 
positive personal interactions. 
 
 

AMERICAN SIGN 
LANGUAGE III 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length  Year 
Prerequisite: American Sign Language 

II or consent of instructor 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Level III ASL is a 
communication/performance-based course 
in which students deepen their receptive 
and expressive ASL skills to expand 
fluency.  Students apply these and more 
advanced skills in exploring a variety of 
topics and special projects. They reinforce 
their understanding of the similarities and 
differences between the target culture 
and the hearing culture.  In doing so, they 
strengthen their cultural sensitivity and 
awareness of appropriate behaviors and 
attitudes within the target culture. 
 
Students meet the expectations of the 
communicative functions within the 
context of familiar vocabulary and 
structures.  They communicate in a manner 
that is comprehensible to most native 
speakers.  In a learning environment that 
continues to be supportive of and 
conducive to the development of new 
perspectives, students acquire 
intercultural awareness and experience 
personal and academic growth through 
positive personal interactions.

Grade Level: 9-12

FRENCH IV ADVANCED 
PLACEMENT 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: French III.or consent of 

Instructor.  It is highly 
recommended student receive a 
grade of C or better in French 
III to continue to French IV. 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Level IV French is a performance-based 
course in which students progress on the 
continuum of developing fluency in French, 
as they pursue their own interests in the 
language.  They become independent users 
of the language as they participate in 
activities spanning a variety of themes and 
topics.  They transition from topics of the 
immediate environment to those of more 

global perspectives.  They begin to adapt 
vocabulary to personal needs.  As they 
continue the study of literature of the 
target cultures, they further expand their 
intercultural knowledge and awareness.  
The students who choose to pursue the AP 
French program will develop both practical 
and long-range intellectual benefits.  In 
addition to the intrinsic benefits, students 
receiving a score of 3 or higher on the AP 
French language examination, may receive 
credit or placement, or both, in advanced 
courses at the college level.  It is highly 
recommended a grade of “C” or better was 
earned in French III.

FRENCH V HONORS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: French IV or consent of 

Instructor.  It is highly 
recommended student receive a 
grade of C or better in French 
IV to continue to French V. 

College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 
approval)  

French V Honors exposes students to 
selected French pieces of literature 
across several centuries as they develop an 
advanced sensitivity to the nuance of the 
language and shades of meaning found not 
only in literary text, but on the continuum 
of fluency in the language.  Grammatical 
and phonological errors, when present, are 
addressed in ways that promote student 
confidence and do not stifle 
communication.  Student communication is 
comprehensible to most native speakers.  
This course offers a challenge to the 
students who see themselves as mature 
and ready for critical thinking and cultural 
understanding. It is highly recommended a 
grade of “C” or better was earned in 
French IV.

College Prep: CSU/UC  
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Spanish AP Language is intended for 
students who wish to develop their 
proficiency in all four language skills: 
listening, speaking, reading, and writing. 
The AP Spanish Language course is 
designed to be comparable to advanced 
level (fifth-and sixth-semester or the 
equivalent) college/university Spanish 
language courses.  It encompasses 
aural/oral skills, reading comprehension, 
grammar, and composition.  Course content 
will reflect intellectual interests shared 
by the students and teacher.  The course 
seeks to develop language skills that are 
useful in themselves and that can be 
applied to various activities and disciplines.  
Extensive training in the organization and 
writing of composition will be an integral 
part of the course.  This course is 
designed to prepare students for the AP 
Spanish Language Exam.  It is highly 
recommended a grade of “C” or better was 
earned in Spanish III.

SPANISH (V) HONORS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Spanish IV or consent of 

instructor.  It is highly 
recommended student receive a 
grade of C or better in Spanish 
IV to continue to Spanish V. 

College Prep: CSU/UC (pending 
approval)  

Spanish Honors is a performance-based 
course in which students progress on the 
continuum of developing fluency in Spanish, 
as they pursue their own interests in the 
language. They become independent users 
of the language as they participate in 
activities spanning a variety of themes and 
topics.

Students will learn proper 
instrumental techniques and rehearse and 
perform music of an advanced degree of 
difficulty and of different styles, cultures, 
and periods. Performances for school, the 
community, and music festivals are an 
important part of the program.  Students 
may enroll only with teacher permission.  
Attendance at performances is a mandatory 
class requirement.  The music teacher can 
supply additional information regarding this 
class.

AEROBICS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None 
Aerobics includes knowledge of exercise 
physiology and body mechanics.  Jogging, 
swimming, bicycling and aerobic exercise 
to music are used to improve the 
cardiorespiratory, strength, and endurance 
fitness level of students.  
 
Cognitive-based physical and health-
related concepts and grade level physical 
fitness performance objectives will be 
reviewed, applied and evaluated for all 
grade levels. 
 

BOWLING 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None.  
Bowling is an off-campus course that is 
taught at Clayton Valley Bowl.  Individual 
instruction is given and leagues are formed. 
Averages are kept for each student. 
Various tournaments may be held each 
semester. 
 
Cognitive-based physical and health-related 
concepts and grade-level physical fitness 
performance objectives will be reviewed, 
applied and evaluated for all grade levels. 
Includes 2-mile fitness jog/walk. 

DANCE I 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None.  
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Dance I can be used for either PE 
credit or Fine Arts credit for 
graduation, but not for both 
Dance I is a class that introduces students 
to the study of fundamental forms of 
movement which will allow them to create 
their own dance compositions.  Students will 
study different dance styles and forms 
which will include historical and cultural 
information on dance.  This class is 
designed for all students with or without 
previous experience in dance and can 
prepare students for more advanced 
classes.  
 

PERSONAL FITNESS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None 
Personal fitness is a course designed to 
meet the individual needs of students in the 
area of fitness, specifically in the areas of 
cardiorespiratory fitness, strength fitness, 
endurance fitness, and nutrition.  The class 
includes aerobics, steps, weight training, 
and body strengthening movements 
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION 9 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
Ninth grade physical education is 
composed of activities from the eight 
areas included in the physical education 
handbook and the model curriculum 
standards, It will also include a cognitive-
based, health-related fitness program. 
This year forms the core program and will 
be the base for a sequentially developed 
elective program.  
 
 



RACQUETBALL 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None 
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Racquetball is a court game using a 
pressurized rubber ball, larger than a hand 
ball, yet smaller than a tennis ball, and a 
short handled racquet a bit smaller than a 
tennis racquet.  Emphasis is placed on skill 
development and knowledge of rules and 
strategy for game play, plus 2-mile fitness 
jog/walk. 
Cognitive-based physical and health-related 
concepts and grade level physical fitness 
performance objectives will be reviewed, 
applied and evaluated for all grade levels. 
 
Racquets and protective eyewear required. 
Class is held at Maverick’s Gym. 
 

TEAM SPORTS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None. 
Team sports consist of the following units 
of instruction:  Volleyball, football, soccer, 
speedball, basketball, and softball.  
Instruction in skills will be provided in  
each activity. 
 
Cognitive-based physical and health-related 
concepts and grade level physical fitness 
performance objectives will be reviewed, 
applied and evaluated for all grade levels. 
 

WEIGHT TRAINING I 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None. 
Students lift weights and practice cardio-
respiratory fitness every class period for 
periods 2-7.  For period 1,  weight training 
is a three-day a week work-out program  
Students will lift on Monday, Wednesday 
and Friday.  The off days are used for 
cardio-respiratory fitness.   Workouts are 
based upon the set/repetitions concept. 

Free bar, universal machines, and dumbbells 
are the major sources of training. Students 
are grouped by abilities and each student 
works on his/her own individual capacity. 
 
Cognitive-based physical and health-related 
concepts and grade level physical fitness 
performance objectives will be reviewed, 
applied and evaluated for all grade levels. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

SCIENCE 
 
 

BIOLOGY I 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Passing grade in Algebra 

I and concurrent enrollment in 
Geometry. 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Biology is the study of living things and 
their relationships with other living things 
and with the physical environment.  
Included are the study of life processes 
such as growth, reproduction, and 
metabolism, and the flow of energy through 
living systems.  Genetics, evolution of life 
forms, classification of living things, the 
structure and function of molecules, cells, 
tissues, organs, and systems that make up 
living organisms are also studied.  Special 
attention is given to the human species and 
its relationship to other life and to the 
environment.  Science attitudes, thinking 
processes and skills, and applications of 
science and technology to social problems 
and personal decision making are 
emphasized. 
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BIOLOGY – ADVANCED 
PLACEMENT 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Biology and Chemistry.   
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The AP Biology course is designed to be the 
equivalent of a college introductory biology 
course usually taken by biology majors 
during their first year.  After showing 
themselves to be qualified on the AP 
Examination, some students, as college 
freshmen, are permitted to undertake 
upper-level courses in biology or register 
for courses for which biology is a 
prerequisite.  Other students may have 
fulfilled a basic requirement for a 
laboratory-science course and will be able 
to undertake other courses to pursue their 
majors. 
 
AP Biology includes those topics regularly 
covered in a college biology course for 
majors or in the syllabus from a high-
quality college program in introductory 
biology.  The college course in biology 
differs significantly from the usual first 
high school course in biology with respect 
to the kind of textbook used, the range and 
depth of topics covered, the kind of 
laboratory work done by students, and the 
time and effort required of students.  The 
textbooks used the AP Biology should be 
those also used by college biology majors.  
The kinds of labs done by AP students must 
be the equivalent of those done by college 
students.   
 
The AP Biology course is designed to be 
taken by students after the successful 
completion of a first course in high school 
biology and one in high school chemistry as 
well.  It aims to provide students with the 
conceptual framework, factual knowledge, 
and analytical skills necessary to deal 
critically with the rapidly changing science 
of biology. 
 

CHEMISTRY 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Passing grade in 

Geometry and concurrent 
enrollment in Algebra II or 
teacher approval. 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Chemistry is the study of the structure of 
matter-atoms, molecules, crystals, 
solutions – and how that structure is 
related to the properties and behavior of 
matter.  A quantitative approach is used to 
investigate the processes that occur 
during chemical change, when matter 
changes its form, and with the energy that 
is always involved with those processes.  
Basic principles of chemistry are 
developed and applied to real life 
situations. 
 
This course is designed to provide a solid 
foundation for further study of science.  
The course meets the criteria for 
laboratory science courses in the 
University of California and California 
State Universities and Colleges entrance 
requirements. 
 
 

CHEMISTRY HONORS 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Geometry completed with 

"B" or better and concurrent 
enrollment in Algebra II or 
higher level math & current 
math/science teacher 
recommendation/test evaluation 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Chemistry is the study of the structure of 
matter – atoms, molecules, crystals, 
solutions – and how that structure is 
related to the properties and behavior of 
matter.  A quantitative approach is used to 
investigate the processes that occur 
during chemical change, when matter 
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changes its form, and with the energy that 
is always involved with those processes.  
Basic principles of chemistry are 
developed and applied to real life 
situations. 
 
Chemistry I Honors differs from Chemistry 
I in that the pace of instruction is faster, 
additional topics are included, and many 
topics are treated in greater depth and 
with more application of mathematics.  
Chemistry I Honors meets the criteria set 
forth by the University of California and 
the California State Universities and 
course. 
 
 

EARTH SCIENCE I 
Grade Level: 9-12  
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Currently enrolled in 

Algebra I, “C” or better in 8th 
grade Science 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Earth Science I is designed to provide a 
rigorous introduction to high school science 
for students who anticipate taking 
Chemistry and/or Physics.  Earth Science is 
designed to provide a full year course for 
students who have a particular interest in 
the earth sciences.  Earth Science I 
includes content drawn from astronomy, 
geology, meteorology, and hydrology.  Many 
basic concepts of chemistry and physics are 
also developed in the context of earth 
science topics.  Science attitudes, thinking 
processes and skills, application of 
appropriate mathematical concepts and 
skills, and applications of science and 
technology to social problems and personal 
decision making are emphasized.  Earth 
Science I meets the UC “g” requirement for 
elective courses. (Pending UC approval) 
 
 
 
 
 

FORENSIC SCIENCE, ROP 
Grade Level: 10-12 (must be at least 

16 years old) 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Biology, Chemistry (may 

be taken concurrently), Algebra I 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Students learn to apply the scientific 
method as it relates to forensic science.  
In-depth laboratory work is included with 
an emphasis on chemistry.  Areas of study 
include methods of observation and 
evidence collection, laboratory testing, 
microscopy and physical evidence, 
toxicology (detection and identification of 
drugs and poisons), serology (blood and 
serum typing, characterization of blood 
stains), DNA analysis and use as evidence, 
fingerprinting, microbiology, accident 
reconstruction, and technical report 
writing.  Case studies of real and simulated 
crimes are used. 
 

HEALTHY LIVING 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
This class is taken opposite Freshman 
Orientation 
This course provides for development, 
delivery, and evaluation of planned 
sequential health curriculum for high 
school students.  It is designed to 
influence positively student’s knowledge, 
attitudes, skills, and behaviors related to 
health.  Creating health literacy is the 
central theme throughout this course and 
is reiterated and reinforced in the 
sequential areas.  The following nine areas 
will be addressed: Personal health, 
consumer and community health, injury 
prevention and safety, substance abuse, 
nutrition, environmental health, sexual 
health, individual growth and development, 
communicable and chronic diseases. 
 



INTRODUCTION TO 
BIOLOGY 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
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Introduction to Biology covers basic 
concepts concerning living things and their 
environment.  Topics covered include:  The 
introduction to chemistry of life, cells, 
basic genetics, evolution and classification, 
ecology and some aspects of anatomy and 
physiology.  Basic techniques, concepts, 
and vocabulary will be emphasis=zed.  
General Life Science does not meet the A-
F requirements for CSU/UCD admission.  
It does, however, meet entrance 
requirements for community and vocational 
colleges.  Students enrolling in 
Introduction to Biology are expected to 
enroll in Biology later in their academic 
careers. 
 
 

MARINE BIOLOGY 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Biology 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The course deals with water environments 
and the living things that inhabit them.  The 
content includes the physical and chemical 
properties of water; characteristics of 
oceans and their interaction with land and 
with the atmosphere; aquatic ecosystems 
and how human activity both affects and is 
affected by aquatic environments and 
ecosystems.  Laboratory and field work is 
integral to the course and includes study of 
both live and preserved specimens.  This 
one year course qualifies as a laboratory 
science for University of California 
entrance requirements. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

PHYSICS 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Geometry and concurrent 

enrollment in Algebra II or 
teacher approval.  It is highly 
recommended student has 
passed Geometry with a B or 
better. 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Physics is a laboratory course that provides 
a systematic understanding of the 
fundamental principles of physical 
phenomena that govern chemical, biological, 
terrestrial and astronomical processes.  
The course provides a foundation for the 
intensive studies of most of the other 
sciences and for an understanding of many 
technological application of science.  Major 
areas of content include mechanics, work 
and energy, wave motion, light, 
electromagnetism, modern atomic and 
nuclear physics.  Science attitudes, thinking 
processes, and skills, and applications of 
science and technology to social problems 
and personal decision making are 
emphasized.  This course qualifies as a 
laboratory science in meeting University of 
California entrance requirements. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
PHYSICS - HONORS 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra II 

/Trig with a grade of "B" or 
better or teacher consent 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
Honors Physics is an intensive study into 
the physical phenomena that govern the 
events that occur in the world around us.  
Mathematical analysis and problem solving 



approaches are emphasized.  Laboratory 
exercises will require students to apply 
knowledge to new situations and require 
them to work in situations that require 
unique and imaginative solutions.  Honors 
Physics is intended for students with an 
interest to major in the sciences or 
science-related careers.  Topics discussed 
are mechanics, vectors, forces, gravity, 
energy, thermodynamics, gas laws, waves 
electromagnetism, nuclear physics, and 
modern physics. 
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PHYSIOLOGY 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Biology 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
This is a laboratory course that includes a 
detailed and comprehensive study of the 
structure and function of cells, tissues, 
organs, and systems of the human body.  
Concepts from the physical sciences are 
developed and applied as needed.  Science 
attitudes, thinking processes, laboratory 
and communication skills and technology 
are incorporated.  Personal as well as 
global health issues are emphasized.  This 
course qualifies as a laboratory science in 
meeting University of California entrance 
requirements. 
 
 
SPORTS MEDICINE/ROP 
Grade Level: 10-12 (must be at least 

16 years old) 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Biology 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Learn how systems of the body function 
and interact through physical activity, and 
develop a thorough understanding of the 
structure and function of the 
musculoskeletal system.  This knowledge 
serves as a platform for the physiological 
response to injury and improving 
performance. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

SOCIAL STUDIES 
 
 

CITIZEN LAW A/B 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Semester/Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course is an introduction to the 
American Justice System.  The course 
presents basic fundamentals of criminal 
and civil law.  It also addresses trial 
procedures and the major institutions of 
the justice system.  The course 
emphasizes an understanding of our legal 
system and an appreciation for its 
effectiveness.  Students develop a 
framework for intelligent decision-making, 
leadership, and responsibility as citizens in 
society. 
 

ECONOMICS 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The Economics course will explore the 
basic principles and operations of the free 
market economy in the context of choices 
among scarce resources.  Further, 
students will gain understanding of our 
role in the global economy, illustrating our 
interdependence.  Lastly, students will 
develop skills for personal economics. 
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ECONOMICS/ADVANCED 
PLACEMENT 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 

application process. 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Macroeconomics:   The AP course in 
Macroeconomics gives students an 
understanding of the principles of 
economics that apply to an economic system 
as a whole.  This course places particular 
emphasis on the study of national income 
and price determination, and also develops 
students’ familiarity with economic 
performance measures economic growth, 
and international economics. 
 
Microeconomics:   The AP course in 
Microeconomics gives students an 
understanding of the principles of 
economics that apply to the functions of 
individual decision makers, both consumers 
and producers, within the larger economic 
system.  It places primary emphasis on the 
nature and functions of product markets, 
and includes the study of factor markets 
and the role of government in promoting 
greater efficiency and equity in the 
economy. 
 
 
PSYCHOLOGY 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The major goal of psychology is to 
systematically study individual behavior 
and human mental processes to gain an 
understanding of the self and others.  The 
course will explore cognitive aspects of 
the mind, or how humans think and feel 
about the world around them.  The course 
will provide opportunities for students to 
become knowledgeable about the 
importance of attitudes, feelings, and 

values for themselves and others in 
determining human behavior; the scientific 
basis of behavior, the process of human 
development as a lifelong journey. 
 
 

PSYCHOLOGY - ADVANCED 
PLACEMENT 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 

application process 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The aim of A.P. Psychology is to provide 
students with a learning experience 
equivalent to that obtained in most college 
introductory psychology courses and to 
prepare students for successful completion 
of the A.P. exam.  The course will introduce 
students to the systematic and scientific 
study of the behavior and mental processes 
of human beings and other animals.  
Students are exposed to the psychological 
facts, principles, and phenomena associated 
with each of the major subfields within 
psychology.  They also learn about the 
methods psychologists use in their science 
and practice.  
 
 

SOCIOLOGY 
Grade Level: 10-12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Sociology is the behavioral science that 
studies human society and social behavior.  
This course will make students aware of 
sociological forces that shape the structure 
of life in the United States and the world.  
The students will examine concepts such as 
family structure, culture, crime, 
adolescents, aging, and religion.  They will 
also explore concepts relating to social 
change and world population.  
 
 



U.S. GOVERNMENT 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
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The Government course will study the basic 
structure of American government, 
exploring what the role of government 
should be under our Constitutional system.  
Supporting objectives include historical 
political theories essential to the 
establishment of our system of 
government, supplemented by the social, 
economic, and religious institutions which 
influenced it.  Further, an objective is to 
expose students to participatory 
government experiences leading to an 
informed electorate, capable of taking 
responsibility and leadership in society.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

U.S. GOVERNMENT AND 
POLITICS – AP 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 

application process 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The aim of A.P. U.S. Government is to 
provide students with a learning experience 
equivalent to that obtained in most college 
introductory U.S. Government and Politics 
courses and to prepare students for 
successful completion of the A.P. exam.  
This course will give students an analytical 
perspective on government and politics in 
the U.S. and familiarize the student with 
the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and 
ideas that constitute U.S. politics.  

UNITED STATES HISTORY 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The primary focus of this course will be to 
explore the major events, personalities, 
social, cultural, political, economic and 
technological changes that have shaped 
United States history in the twentieth 
century.  The course begins with a selective 
review of American history from the Age 
of Discovery to the Gilded Age, with an 
emphasis on the following themes:  the 
nation’s beginnings, the origins of 
democratic government, the rise of 
sectionalism and the industrial 
transformation of the United States.  The 
course continues with an intensive study of 
the history of the United States in the 
twentieth century.  The major historical 
units will include:  the Progressive Era, 
World War I, the 1920’s, the New Deal and 
the Great Depression, World War II, the 
Cold War and the 1950’s, the 1960’s, the 
1970’s, and contemporary America.  
Students will develop a sense of historical 
connection and an appreciation of historical 
time, involving the concepts of the past, 
present, and future.  Students will expand 
their historical literacy regarding twentieth 
century United States history.  Finally, the 
course will promote democratic values and 
good citizenship through its examination of 
the evolution, effectiveness and abuse of 
democratic institutions in America. 
 
 

UNITED STATES 
HISTORY-AP 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 

application process 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
The aim of A.P. U.S. History is to provide 
students with a learning experience 
equivalent to that obtained in most college 



introductory U.S. History courses and to 
prepare students for successful completion 
of the A.P. exam.  This course will explore 
the major events, personalities, social, 
cultural, and technological changes that 
have shaped U.S. history from the 15th to 
the 20th centuries. 
  

WORLD HISTORY 
Grade Level: 10 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
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College Prep: CSU/UC 
This course offers a study of world 
civilizations with an emphasis on cultures 
from the mid-eighteenth through the 
twentieth centuries.  It will also integrate 
trends from previous periods as a way of 
developing appropriate historical context.  
Students will have opportunities to study 
significant historical developments and 
events during these periods; students will 
also demonstrate competency in thinking 
historically, understanding the relationship 
between the individual and community, and 
in applying the social science method. 
 

 

AT LARGE COURSE 
 
FRESHMAN ORIENTATION 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
May be repeated for credit. 
This is a transition course designed to 
increase the success rate of freshman 
students.  Ninth grade students need an 
orientation program to assist them in 

enhancing their academic performance, 
school attendance and behavior.  Students 
expand these skills while exploring a 
variety of themes and topics.

LEADERSHIP 
Grade Level:  9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: Elected or appointed to 

Student Body or Class Office 
May be repeated for credit. 
A year course which develops those unique 
characteristics, attitudes, and skills which 
empower a person to make significant 
changes in self and to move a group of 
people in new and positive directions. 
 
When a student is enrolled beyond one 
year, he or she has been elected or 
appointed to an office with increased scope 
and responsibility.  In addition to refining 
the skills learned previously, the student 
will be expected to complete more difficult 
projects, prepare and provide peer 
instruction, and do additional reading, 
interviewing, and research in the areas of 
leadership and group process. 
 
 

LEADERSHIP-
RENAISSANCE 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year  
Prerequisite: None 
May be repeated for credit. 
A one year course which develops those 
unique characteristics, attitudes, and skills 
which empower a person to make significant 
changes in self and to move a group of 
people in new and positive directions.   
 
Renaissance is a service and leadership 



course composed of students who work to 
improve Clayton Valley High School.  The 
course will hone individual leadership 
ability; especially developing those unique 
characteristics, attitudes, and skills which 
empower a person to make significant 
changes in self and to move a group of 
people in new and positive directions.  
Renaissance effects change through staff 
and student appreciation, campus 
beautification, academic culture 
enrichment, and much more.  Student 
enrollment is by sign-up, teacher 
recommendation, and interview. 
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YEARBOOK 
Grade Level: 9-12 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None  
May be repeated for credit. 
This course introduces students to a 
variety of writing and layout skills involved 
in creating and publishing a yearbook.  
Students will study design theories, the 
aesthetics of composition, and the evolution 
of visual communication.  These elements 
will then be applied to learning in other art 
forms across the curriculum.  The pace and 
setting of the course will simulate the 
professional work environment, preparing 
students for a variety of post-graduation 
careers.  

 

 
 

 

CLAYTONARTS ACADEMY 
 

ClaytonArts Academy is a three block 
integrated program comprised of an 
English/Social Studies core with a visual or 
performing art specialty.  The purpose is to 
provide an artistic avenue for students to 
fulfill their academic requirements and to 
provide them with intensive, in-depth 
training in their area of artistic interest.  
Current technology will be used as a tool to 
prepare students for entry into the 
professional world.  Each semester 
students will collaborate on a thematic-
based All-Academy Project, involving all 9 – 
12 graders in the program, evaluated by 
community members!  Students will be 
selected from applications, which are 
available from the main office, registrar’s 
office, CAA coordinator, or CAA website @ 
www.claytonarts.org.  The prerequisite for 
these classes is Academy membership. 
 
 

ACADEMY PLUS I 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
This course explores social issues and 
concerns within the school community, 
focusing on student interest in the arts, 
academics, and career choices.  Along with 
developing their resumes, cover letters, and 
project plans, students will hone their 
communication and presentation skills via 
the completion of school-based projects 
supported by school staff members.  The 
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completed projects and portfolio which 
chronicles their achievements are 
presented to 9th and 10th grade student 
cadres. 
 
 

ACADEMY PLUS II 
Grade Level: 12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: Academy Plus I 
Students investigate social issues and 
concerns extending into the community, 
focusing on student interest in the arts, 
academics, and career choices.  Along with 
developing their resume, cover letter, and 
project plan, students will hone their 
communication and presentation skills via 
the completion of an internship and/or 
community-based project supported by a 
mentor of their selection.  The completed 
project and portfolio which chronicle their 
achievements are presented to a panel of 
professionals from the community. 
 
 

ECONOMICS, CAA 
Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Economics, CAA and Government, CAA 
are offered on alternate years, not 
every year.  Economics, CAA is offered 
on odd years only (determined by 
September date). 
The primary goal of the Economics course is 
an understanding of the basic principles and 
operations of the American economy with 
attention given to helping students acquire 
knowledge of and an appreciation for 
alternative economic systems.  Developing 
the skills for dealing with personal economic 
affairs is also an important objective. 
 
 
 
 

ENGLISH I, CAA 
Grade Level: 9 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English I is a required one-year freshman 
class.  It is designed to help students 
continue development in the language arts: 
reading, writing, speaking and listening.  
This course includes instruction in 
composition, vocabulary, grammar, and the 
interpretation of literature.  Skills and 
concepts are taught in an integrated way to 
be mutually reinforcing. 
 
 

ENGLISH II, CAA 
Grade Level: 10 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: English I 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English II is a required one-year sophomore 
class.  This course continues the emphasis 
on the language arts: reading writing, 
speaking, and listening.  Additional exposure 
to various types of literature and continued 
emphasis on developing written expression 
are stressed.  Skills and concepts are 
taught in an integrated way to be mutually 
reinforcing. 
 
 

ENGLISH III, CAA 
Grade Level: 11 
Length: Year 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English III is a required one-year junior 
class.  This course will enable students to 
continue developing their abilities in the 
skills of English.  Works of literature with 
an emphasis on American authors will be 
studied; composition work will emphasize 
developing abilities in a variety of written 
modes.  Skills and concepts are taught in an 
integrated way to be mutually reinforcing. 
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ENGLISH IV, CAA 
Grade Level: 12

Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
English IV is a required one-year senior 
class.

Grade Level: 11-12 
Length: Semester 
Prerequisite: None 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Economics, CAA and Government, CAA 
are offered on alternate years, not 
every year. .  Government, CAA is 
offered on even years only (determined 
by September date).   
The primary goal of the Government course 
is to provide a study of federal, state and 
local governments under our Constitutional 
system.  Basic objectives of the course 
include understanding the ideological 
background, political theories and 
processes of our nation, and knowledge 
about the social and economic forces and 
institutions that influence it.  There will be 
additional training in decision-making, 
leadership and responsibility in society.

Prerequisite: Two block classes must

World History, CAA and U.S. History, 
CAA are offered on alternate years not 
every year.  United States History, 
CAA is offered on even years only 
(determined by September date). 
This two year course will encompass all 
components of literature, autobiographical 
incident writing, five paragraph structured 
essay writing, research, along with World 
and United States history.  Students will 
develop skills in reading, vocabulary, speech, 
and will study the development of world 
cultures, focus on the values, different 
points of view, and the need for effective 
leadership interaction and interdependence 
in a complex society.

DRAMA II, CAA

Prerequisite: Drama I, CAA or non-

academy drama, or instructor 
approval 

College Prep: CSU/UC 
In depth study of drama, acting theory, 
theatre history, directing, and reader 
theatre will be emphasized.  Specific 
stylistic periods of drama will be 
addressed, as well as specific scene study 
techniques in improv, mime, comedy and 
drama.  Students will participate in live 
productions, video and radio productions as 
well as exploring the technical aspects of 
storyboarding, scriptwriting, editing, etc.  
Students will also write an original script 
and see one production a quarter.

Prerequisite:   Photo I, CAA 
College Prep: CSU/UC 
Photography, as a non-verbal language, 
allows all students, in a differentiated 
setting, to increase their visual perception 
and provides a medium for creative 
expression.  The history of photography will 
be evaluated in the context of historical, 

social, cultural and artistic developments.  
In producing their own work and by 
studying the photographs of others, all 
students will expand their base for making 
informed aesthetic judgments as learned in 
Photography Arts I.

They will study the 
techniques of video production and create 
their own theme-based video projects.  
There will be an emphasis on the uses of 
communication (speech, language, and 
writing) and organizational skills.  This 
course includes aesthetics, cultural aspects, 
and history of television and video 
production and is aligned to the Mt. Diablo 
Unified School District Visual and 
Performing Arts standards.

Operated by the Contra Costa County Office of Education, ROP has been the primary source of career 
training for high school students in our county for the past 33 years. State certified teachers, high tech 
equipment and a commitment to students ensure a positive learning experience. Located on high school 
campuses, ROP courses are taken as part of a student’s regular high school schedule. Students advance 
through 90-540 hours of sequenced curriculum and earn high school graduation credits and/or college units.  
Students can earn Certificates of Proficiency upon successful completion of the class.

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ACADEMICS 
 
 
CSF 
CSF is a state-wide organization to honor high school students who have shown outstanding 
academic accomplishments.  Our motto is “Scholarship for Service” and our official color is gold.  
Membership is not automatic; students wishing to become members of this elite group must apply 
before the announced deadline, by submitting their last semester’s report card.  Grades earn points 
and some classes count more than others, based upon the University of California’s a-g lists of 
courses.  The application categorizes these courses according to their academic difficulty by lists 
designated as I, II, or III.  The applicant must have at least 7 points from the more academic 
centered classes, I and II, and an additional 3 points from any of the three lists, using no more 
than five of their classes.  The student must have exemplary citizenship.  A grade of “D” or “F” 
automatically disqualifies a student from membership that semester.  Four semesters of 
membership, beginning with grades from the sophomore year, including at lease one semester during 
the senior year, are required for a member to graduate as a CSF Sealbearer or Life Member.  
Sealbearer’s are recognized at graduation by being honored with a gold tassel for their graduation 
cap and a gold stole to wear with their graduation gown.  Sealbearers will also receive a Life 
Membership pin and an embossed seal on their transcript and diploma. 
 
 
CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT IN COLLEGE CLASSES 
Students may enroll in courses at colleges and universities with administrator approval if 
comparable classes are not available at Clayton Valley High School.  Students must turn in a 
completed Concurrent Enrollment Form to the Clayton Valley Registrar with signatures from the 
student, a parent/guardian, and a Clayton Valley administrator no later than the date the 
college/university allows a student to drop a class without it appearing on the college transcript.  
Students must indicate on the Concurrent Enrollment Form whether they want to receive high 
school credits or college units.  This decision CANNOT be changed at a later time.   
Clayton Valley High School will accept college units on the following basis: 

Less than 1 college unit = no high school credit 
 1 college unit = 3 high school credits 
 2 college units = 6 high schools credits 
 3 or more college units = 10 credit 

 
WARNING:  College courses are more rigorous than high school courses; therefore, the grades 
earned in college courses could result in a lower high school G.P.A.  Consult the college catalog for 
the course descriptions and prerequisites.  Please be aware that the University of California system 
will not give college units for college courses that appear on a high school transcript. 
 
It is the responsibility of the STUDENT to provide a copy of the college report card or college 
transcript to the Clayton Valley High School Registrar.  The grade from the college will be the 
grade recorded on the high school transcript.  Missing grades for courses used for high school 
credit will be recorded as “I” (Incomplete), which is the same as an “F” grade in calculating the 
grade point average.  Additional grade points for Honors will only be given for specific courses 
which are more advanced than Clayton Valley’s most advanced college preparatory courses and which 
are approved by Clayton Valley as Honors courses. 
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Students, Please Plan Ahead: Students choosing to take classes for enrichment or credit during 
the summer at Diablo Valley College, Los Medanos or De Anza need to make sure that they have 
spoken to their school administrator and have a district concurrent enrollment form approved by 
their school administrator prior to June 10, 2009.  Forms are available in the school office.  All high 
school concurrent students must register for DVC classes in person.  You may apply online but must 
register in person. 
 
Don’t risk foregoing a course this summer because you did not get your form approved in time.   
 
 
COLLEGE AND CAREER CENTER 
The College/Career Center (ext. 3151) is located in the Administrative Wing and is typically open 
from 7:30am until 3:30pm.  A vast amount of college and career related materials and information is 
available to students and teachers.  The College/ Career Advisor is available to meet with students at 
lunch, brunch, before and after school, or by appointment. 
 
College Information: 

• In the spring, DVC comes to CVHS to administer the math and English placement tests.  
Approximately one week after these tests, you may register for Counseling 105.  Counseling 
105 is an Orientation to DVC with help in selection of classes.  When you have completed 
Counseling 105, proceed with registering for classes. 

 
• CSU Applications are online beginning Oct. 1st.  Closing dates vary by campus but the 

majority close Nov. 30th.  Application Fee for 2009-2010: $55.  You must submit a separate 
application to each campus but by using your password all the information from the first 
application will automatically transfer to each new application.  Each CSU must receive your 
SAT/ACT scores directly from CollegeBoard or ACT.  To send SAT scores to multiple CSUs, 
select the code 3594. 

 
• UC Applications are online between Nov. 1st and Nov. 30th.  You may apply to multiple 

campuses using only one application.  Application Fee for 2009-2010:  $60 per campus.  Each 
UC must receive your SAT/ACT scores directly from CollegeBoard or ACT. 

 
• College Representatives book visits in the Career Center in the fall.  Dates and times are 

announced in the school bulletin and morning announcements on a regular basis.  Students 
may sign up to attend these presentations in the Career Center.

TEXTBOOKS: What to expect and what is expected of you 
Textbook Room is at the CVHS Library. Ext. 3175.

Every student is assigned a specific copy of most textbooks. You are responsible for handling your 
books with care, and are not allowed to write in them with pencil, pen or marker. You will be charged 
for damage that happens to books in your care, including water damage and barcode damage.  Most 
teachers will have you sign a book contract that shows what condition your book was in when you 
got, and it should be in very similar condition when you return it. 
 
We almost always have free paper book-covers in the Library, so be sure to cover your book to keep 
it protected. 
 
If books are lost, or not returned to the Library for proper check-in, you will be charged for the 
full cost of the book, which could be as much as $145.  However, late fees do NOT apply to 
textbooks, so please turn them in even if they are from the year before.

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Two times a year, you should receive a notice through your English class that shows what books you 
have checked out, any overdue books, as well as any Library fines you may have. All these items 
need to be cleared by the end of June, or else you will not receive your class schedule in August.

Progress Reports 
Progress Reports are sent out for failing and potentially failing students at the mid-point of 
quarterly grading periods. Semester report cards are mailed home.  *Progress reports and 1st and 
3rd quarter report cards are handed out at school to students. 
 
Incomplete Grades 
If a student receives an “Incomplete” (I) grade because course work is not completed before the 
end of the semester, THE INCOMPLETE WORK MUST BE COMPLETED DURING THE 
FOLLOWING SIX (6) WEEKS or the “I” grade will become an “F”.  It is the responsibility of the 
STUDENT to contact the teacher to make up work missed, obtain a “grade change” form from the 
Registrar, and to take the form to the teacher once the missing work has been completed within 
the 6 weeks. 
 
 
GRADE LEVEL RE-DESIGNATION 
 
 District policy sets level of credits earned for grade level designation for high school students as 
follows: 
 

Grade 9 0 – 50 credits Grade 11 101 – 155 
Grade 10 51 – 100 credits Grade 12 156 - 230 

 
Example:  If a student has 150 credits in his/her fourth school year, the student has 11th grade 
level status.  If a student is re-designated, the student may not participate in 12th grade level 
activities (senior ball, senior picnic, etc.). 
 

10th Grade – Principal, Vice Principals and Student Services Coordinators meet 
with the student before the end of September to inform them of  

  their grade level re-designation. 
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 11th & 12   – Juniors and seniors are re-designated according to the chart 
Grade  above.  Students who are deficient in credits or have NOT  

passed one or both portions of the CAHSEE must have an individual 
supplementary counseling.  The supplemental counseling meeting for students 
who should have junior status is scheduled before 12/31.  For those students 
who should have senior status the meeting is scheduled before 2/28. 

 
 
 

CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL ATTENDANCE POLICY AND PROCEDURES 
 
 
COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE POLICY 
Regular attendance at school is necessary for academic achievement.  All absences negatively 
impact the educational progress of students.  Classroom instruction, discussion, interaction, and 
activities are critical components of learning and cannot be adequately replaced or duplicated when 
a student is absent from school.  Therefore, discretionary absences and appointments should not be 
scheduled during school hours.   
 
California law mandates compulsory, full-time education for all school-aged children until age 
eighteen, unless exempted by statutory provision (high school diploma, California High School 
Proficiency Exam Certification, exclusion, expulsion).  The parent/guardian or other person having 
custody or control of the pupil is responsible, by law, for sending the pupil to school. 
 
 
HOMEWORK FOR ABSENT STUDENTS 
Teachers are required to allow the student to make up tests, homework, classwork (or the 
equivalent) missed during the period of an EXCUSED ABSENCE.  A reasonable amount of time to 
make up missed work will be set by the teacher.  It is the responsibility of the STUDENT to obtain 
make up work and to make any necessary arrangements with his/her teachers. 
 
Students who are TRUANT or have UNEXCUSED ABSENCES are not entitled to make up missed 
assignments. 
 
When a student can anticipate an unavoidable absence, he/she should contact teachers to obtain 
assignments prior to the absence.  Independent Study contracts will not be provided for less than 5 
days.  See the Attendance Secretary for an Independent Study contract if the student will be gone 
for 5 days or longer. 
 
If a student becomes ill and will be out for more than 3 days, the parent/guardian should contact 
each of their student’s teachers for homework assignments.  Contact can be made by phone or 
email.  Teacher email addresses can be found on the CVHS website at 
www.mdusd.k12.ca.us/claytonvalley. 
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PERMITS TO LEAVE SCHOOL 
Note that: CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL IS A CLOSED CAMPUS! 
 
IN CASE OF AN UNAVOIDABLE SITUATION such as serious illness, injury, death in the family, 
or an urgent medical appointment, students must obtain a valid Permit to Leave School from the 
Attendance Office.  If a student leaves campus without obtaining a valid Permit to Leave School in 
advance, the resulting absence will be classified as UNEXCUSED.  Parents/guardians will NOT be 
able to clear such absences. 
 
 
EXCUSED ABSENCES 
Under new California law and Mt Diablo Unified School District board policy, valid reasons for 
excusing a student absence include: 
• Illness or injury of the student, or serious illness which necessitates the absence of the 

student. 
• Student attendance at a medical, dental, optometry, or chiropractic appointment. 
• Student attendance at a funeral service of an immediate family member. 
• A quarantine imposed by a city or county health official. 
• Student service on a jury. 
• Up to five (5) days to obtain required immunizations. 
• Exclusion from school for reasons of public health, lack of immunizations, and/or physical 

examination. 
• Court appearance. 
• Observance of a holiday and/or ceremony of his/her religion. 
• Employment interview or conference. 

(Any absence that is not considered excused is unexcused and is subject to Clayton Valley 
High School’s “Truancy Policy”) 

 
EXCUSING AN ABSENCE 
24-Hour Attendance Recorder Number:  682-7474, ext.3110 
 
To request a Permit to Leave School  or to clear an absence or tardy, parents need to call the 24-
hour attendance recorder at 682-7474, ext.3110.  You should press #1 to report an absence, press 
#2 to request a permit, or press #3 to leave a message.  Permits should be called in by 12:15 pm for 
the current day.  You need to leave the following information on the attendance recorder. 

 
1. First, please state if you are requesting a Permit to Leave School or clearing an absence or tardy. 
2. Give student’s name (please spell the last name). 
3. Give student’s grade. 
4. State your name and your relationship to student. 
5. State the date(s) of absence or time the permit is needed. 
6. Give a specific reason for the absence. 
7. Name the person picking up the student if it’s a request for a permit. 
. 

(The student may also deliver a written note, signed by a parent/guardian, to the Attendance 
Secretary) 
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All absences must be cleared within 72 hours.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  Any student leaving campus 
during the school day MUST have a Permit to Leave School BEFORE they leave campus.  Leaving 
campus, for any reason, without a permit will be considered truant and can not be cleared by 
a parent.  If a permit is needed for the current day and you are calling after 12:15pm, please call 
the attendance office directly. 
 
 
PARENT NOTIFICATION OF STUDENT ABSENCE 
Clayton Valley uses an automated calling system to inform parents of their child’s absences.  These 
phone calls are made during the evening hours at approximately 6:30pm.  The calling system informs 
the parents if their child has missed one or more classes that day.  However, since this system can 
only contact a portion of the parents in the allotted time, parents should not rely solely on this 
communication method.  It is not meant to replace personal contact.  Parents may check on 
attendance by phone or mail. 
 

By Phone: Parents may call the Attendance Secretary between the hours of 
8am and 3pm at 682-7474, ext. 3110. 

 
By Mail: Parents may submit a self-addressed stamped envelope to the 

Attendance Secretary, who will then mail an attendance printout. 
 
By Email Parents can email the Attendance Secretary at 

jacobsend@mdusd.k12.ca.us 
 

By Student: Students may request an attendance printout in the attendance office. 
 

If you receive a call stating your student was absent in one or more classes on a particular day and 
there is a discrepancy, DO NOT call the attendance office.  Your student may pick up an Attendance 
Correction Form from the attendance office, fill out all the information, have the teacher sign it and 
then return the form to the attendance office. 
 
 
 
In Case Of An Emergency: 
1. The student must report to the Attendance Office, and the Attendance Secretary will contact 

the parent, guardian, or an adult listed on the Clayton Valley High School Emergency Form to 
obtain permission to leave campus. 

2. If the Attendance Secretary is unavailable, the student may see any of the Clayton Valley High 
School administrative secretaries. 

 
IMPORTANT:  IF A STUDENT IS INJURED OR BECOMES ILL AT SCHOOL, CLAYTON VALLEY 
STAFF WILL MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO CONTACT A PARENT, GUARDIAN, OR ADULT LISTED 
ON THE EMERGENCY FORM.  THEREFORE, WE ASK THAT PARENTS/GUARDIANS LIST ALL 
WORKING TELEPHONE NUMBERS ON THE CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL EMERGENCY 
FORM.  THIS INCLUDES ALL HOME, WORK, CELLULAR PHONE, AND PAGER NUMBERS.  IN 
CASE OF AN EMERGENCY, VOICE MAIL AND PAGER NUMBERS ARE OFTEN INADEQUATE.  
SHOULD TELEPHONE NUMBERS CHANGE OR BECOME INVALID DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR, 
PLEASE CONTACT THE ATTENDANCE OFFICE TO UPDATE THIS INFORMATION. 
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MT. DIABLO UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT  TRUANCY POLICY 
Clayton Valley High School participates in a cooperative program with the Mt Diablo Unified School 
District, the Contra Costa County Probation Department, and the Contra Costa County Juvenile Court.   
 
Pursuant to Education Code 48620, “Any pupil subject to compulsory full-time education who is absent 
from school without a valid excuse for three days in one school year or tardy or absent for more than 30 
minutes during the school day without valid excuse on three occasions in one school year or any 
combination thereof, is truant and shall be reported to the attendance supervisor or the superintendent of 
the district.” 
 
The Clayton Valley High School Truancy Policy has four steps: 
 
STEP ONE (WARNING):  The student is classified as TRUANT after three (3) absences without a 
valid excuse.  An official Notice of Truancy and parent/guardian notification letter is sent out. 
STEP TWO (STUDENT ATT. REVIEW TEAM):  If TRUANCY continues, the student signs part 2 of 
a truancy contract, the student is assigned to after-school Friday detention, a letter is sent home to the 
parent/guardian with a date scheduled for the student and parent/guardian to appear at a hearing held at 
the Concord Police Department before the SART Board. 
[SART – STUDENT ATTENDANCE REVIEW TEAM:  This team will include MDUSD staff, School 
Administrator, Concord Police and Campus Security Personnel.] 
STEP THREE (HEARING):  If truancy continues, the student signs the Official Notice of Truancy 
informing him/her that attendance at a hearing at the Mount Diablo Unified School District School 
Attendance Review Board (SARB) is MANDATORY.  The student must attend the hearing with his/her 
parent/guardian.  A copy of the Official Notice of Truancy is sent to the parent/guardian and failure to 
attend the SARB hearing will result in the issuance of a subpoena to appear. 
STEP FOUR (COURT):  If TRUANCY continues, the student and parent/guardian must attend a Contra 
Costa County Juvenile Court hearing.  Juvenile Court could order the student to: 

1. Perform forty (40) hours of after-school community service, and 
2. Pay a fine of $100 - $500 (for which the parent/guardian is jointly liable), and 
3. Suspend the student’s driver license or his/her eligibility to apply for one 

 
Without parent/guardian cooperation, the only alternative will be to refer this matter to the Mt. Diablo 
School Attendance Review Board (SARB) who may refer this matter to the District Attorney’s Office for 
prosecution, pursuant to Penal code 272 and/or Education Code 48290, or refer this matter to Juvenile 
Court, pursuant to Education Code 48264.5 (d). 
 
NOTICE:  STUDENTS WHO ARE WITHIN ONE MONTH OF THEIR SIXTEENTH (16TH) BIRTHDAY 
OR OLDER MAY BE INVOLUNTARILY TRANSFERRED TO OLYMPIC CONTINUATION HIGH 
SCHOOL FOR IRREGULAR ATTENDANCE AND/OR HABITUAL TRUANCY. 
 
Medical Verification:  On average, students accumulate fewer than ten (10) legal absences per year.  
Students who accumulate an unusually high number of legal absences may be placed on Medical 
Verification.  This requires the parent/guardian to have a medical doctor provide the Clayton Valley High 
School Attendance Office with a note or telephone call verifying the medical reason for each absence.  
Any absence for which Clayton Valley High School does NOT receive medical verification will be 
classified as TRUANT. 
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Clayton Valley High School 
Truancy Policy  

 
The CVHS Truancy policy is enforced concurrently with the school district’s four step 
truancy policy.  After the accumulation of (10) single periods of unexcused absences, you will 
receive a notice stating the activation of your truancy probation status.  Probation penalties are 
described below.  Any student with additional truancies after the first Truancy Warning Letter 
has been mailed home is subject to the MDUSD district’s Student Attendance Review Team 
(SART) Policy AND additional penalties implemented under the Clayton Valley High School 
Truancy Policy.   
 
CVHS Truancy Policy Penalties are enforced and monitored for 30 school days.  Truant 
students must not have one *unexcused (see absence reporting procedure and absence 
codes) absence during the monitoring period.  Privileges and activities may be earned back 
after 30 school days of positive attendance.

After the accumulation of (10) single periods of unexcused tardies, you will 
receive a notice, by an automated phone call, stating the activation of your tardy policy probation 
status.  Any student with additional tardies after the first Tardy Warning Notification has been 
made, by an automated phone call, will be subject to consequences implemented under the 
Clayton Valley High School Tardy Policy listed below: 
 
CVHS Tardy Policy Penalties are enforced and monitored for 30 school days.  Tardy 
students must not have one *unexcused (see absence reporting procedure and absence 
codes) tardy during the monitoring period.  Privileges and activities may be earned back 
after 30 school days of positive attendance.

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CVHS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 
 

 
 
ANIMAL AND PET POLICY 
Under no circumstances are students to bring any animal and/or pet to school without written 
permission from his/her teachers and Vice Principal.  Animals may present a health and safety 
hazard to students and school staff.  In addition, a crowded school campus may cause extreme 
anxiety to the animal/pet.  Clayton Valley High School accepts no responsibility and/or liability for 
any animal brought on campus. 
 
 
BICYCLES 
Students may park their bicycles in the designated available spaces.  Bikes should be locked with a 
strong lock when unattended.  Students park their bikes on campus at their own risk and Clayton 
Valley High School assumes no liability for damage to or loss of student bicycles.  BICYCLES MUST 
BE WALKED THROUGH CAMPUS AT ALL TIMES.  In case of theft, please contact the Pleasant 
Hill Police Department at (925) 288-4600. 
 
 
CVHS COMPUTER USE GUIDELINES 
In order to ensure that the Clayton Valley High School computers are maintained in optimal working 
order for all students, each student is required to observe the following guidelines while using lab 
facilities and/or classroom computers: 
• All students wishing to use the internet must submit a signed copy of the CVHS Internet 

Access Acceptable Use Policy. 
• Students are not permitted in the computer labs unless a supervising teacher is present.   
• NO FOOD OR DRINK IS PERMITTED IN THE COMPUTER LABS AT ANY TIME. 
• Students must use only the computer station assigned by the supervising teacher in the lab. 
• Students must leave their work area clean at the end of the period. 
• Installation of unauthorized software on the hard drive is prohibited. 
• Unauthorized modification(s) of the system software is prohibited. 
• Copying any software, other than personal data files, from the hard drive is prohibited. 
• Students shall not attempt to acquire another person’s account password and are not allowed  to 

share their password with others . 
• Students shall not access/alter files of another person without expressed permission of that 

person or the instructor. 
• Attempts to bypass filters is forbidden 
• Each student is responsible for any actions committed on their personal account. “My friend did 

it”, or “It wasn’t me” are not acceptable excuses. 
• Using personal or unapproved computer/handheld devices on the school network is prohibited. 
• Using software from removable storage to run unapproved programs is prohibited. 
• Opening computer cases is prohibited. 
• Handle all computer hardware (e.g., keyboard, mouse, disk drive, display) with care.  ABUSE OR 

MISUSE OF COMPUTER LAB EQUIPMENT WILL NOT BE TOLERATRED. 
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FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE RULES STATED ABOVE MAY RESULT IN ANY 
COMBINATION OF THE FOLLOWING THREE (3) CONSEQUENCES: 

1. Revocation of all Clayton Valley High School computer use privileges 
2. School suspension 
3. Payment of financial restitution 
 

 
 
CVHS DANCE POLICY 
Clayton Valley High School dances are intended for students of the school.  They are not intended 
to serve as community dances.  Therefore, only CURRENTLY ENROLLED Clayton Valley High School 
students may attend Clayton Valley dances. 
 
Requirements for Clayton Valley High School Junior Prom and Senior Ball 
Senior Ball and Junior Prom are open to outside guests of a Clayton Valley High School student, as 
they are not traditionally held on the Clayton Valley campus.  However, Clayton Valley High School 
reserves the right to exclude outside guests from school functions at any time.  Students who do 
not attend Clayton Valley may attend Senior Ball and Junior Prom only if the following conditions 
are satisfied: 
1. One guest per Clayton Valley High School student. 
2. The guest must be 20 years of age or younger. 
3. The Clayton Valley student must submit a completed permission form, with all required 

signatures, and secure administrative approval. 
4. If the outside guest is a high school student, he/she must be in good standing with their school 

of attendance.  Their school administrator’s signature on the Clayton Valley permission slip must 
acknowledge this fact. 

5. If the guest is not a CPHS student, then a Non-CPHS Permission Form must be completed with 
a government photocopy ID attached prior to the event and submitted to their appropriate VP 
for approval. 

 
Requirements for Clayton Valley High School Students to Attend School Dances 
1. Only currently enrolled Clayton Valley High School students may attend (exceptions noted 

above). 
2. A completed Clayton Valley dance permission form, including the requisite parent/guardian 

signature and telephone numbers, must be turned in to the Clayton Valley Treasurer prior to 
each dance.  Each student who attends a Clayton Valley dance must also provide the names and 
telephone numbers of at least two (2) responsible adults, twenty-four (21) years of age or 
older, on the Clayton Valley dance permission form. 

3. Admission must be paid prior to the event. 
4. NO “in-and-outs” are permitted. 
5. Students are expected to follow all school regulations while attending Clayton Valley-sponsored 

events/functions. 
6. Unlawful possession or use of any controlled substance will result in a five (5) day suspension 

from school, mandatory attendance at a drug/alcohol/tobacco abuse workshop, and suspension 
from all Clayton Valley High School extra-curricular activities for up to ninety (90) days, and 
not less than forty-five (45) days. 

7. No backpacks, large purses, duffel bags, etc. are allowed inside the dance.  Any person 
attending a Clayton Valley High School dance is subject to search at any time. 
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8. If a student violates any school regulation while attending a Clayton Valley dance, he/she may 
be confined to a designated location and released to the parent/guardian listed on the dance 
permission form, depending on the severity of the violation. 

 
 
ELECTRONIC DEVICE POLICY 
Cell phones and pagers are to be turned off and out of sight during the entire school day.  

 Cell phone use is permitted before and after school only. 
 Personal electronic devices (including but not limited to head sets) are not to be used 

during the instructional period either in class or on campus.  Violation of this will result in 
confiscation, whereby the parent will need to come in person to retrieve the device. 

 At no time are portable stereos (boom boxes) or video cameras permitted on campus.  
Students are advised not to bring any electronic devices to school because they are 
frequent targets of theft.  Mt Diablo Unified School District and Clayton Valley High 
School are not responsible for the theft/loss of personal electronic devices at school or at 
school-sponsored events. 

 
1st Offense: Official warning.  Item is brought to the office and may be picked up by the student 

at 
3:45 AFTER SERVING A 30 MINUTE DETENTION IN ROOM C-2. 

2nd Offense: Item must be picked up by a parent or guardian. 
3rd Offense: Item will be held until June 10th (the last day of school). Exception: Parent/Guardian 

picks up item signs contract that the student will no longer be allowed to possess 
the electronic listening device during the instructional day. 

4th Offense: Item will not be returned.  Student subject to suspension. 
 
PARENTS/GUARDIANS ARE REMINDED NOT TO CONTACT STUDENTS DURING SCHOOL 
HOURS VIA PAGER AND/OR CELLULAR TELEPHONE.     

 
IN CASE OF AN EMERGENCY, PLEASE CALL THE STUDENT SERVICES OFFICE 682-7474 ext. 
3108 AND ARRANGEMENTS WILL BE MADE TO CONTACT YOUR CHILD. 
 
 
FINES, FEES, AND STUDENT CHARGES 
Students who owe money to the school for lost or damaged books, unpaid fees, overdue library 
materials, athletic uniforms, or other school property will NOT receive grade transcripts, admission 
to major school events (such as dances), or diplomas until the charges are paid in full through the 
Clayton Valley Treasurer’s office.  Parents and/or students who submit personal checks which are 
later returned due to insufficient funds (“NSF”) will be charged an additional processing fee of 
$15.00, with the requirement that all future financial transactions with Clayton Valley High School 
be on a cash, money order, or Visa/MasterCard basis only.  Beginning every May 1st, all bills must be 
cleared either by paying cash, money order. Or Visa/MasterCard; no checks will be accepted.  Upon 
Payment, a receipt will be issued immediately. 
 
 
HALL PASSES 
In general, students are not allowed outside of class during regular class times unless they have a 
hall pass from their teacher.  Regulations regarding hall passes are: 
1. Hall passes must clearly state the date and the time the student leaves class. 
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2. Students may NOT leave class for any reason (family or medical emergencies excepted) during 
the first fifteen (15) minutes of class. 

3. Teachers will carefully review each student’s request for a hall pass and limit issuance of a pass 
to emergency and/or urgent situations only. 

4. Teachers will maintain and enforce an active “No Pass” list for students who abuse hall pass 
privileges.  Students on this list will not receive passes to leave the classroom during class time 
for the remainder of the school year. 

5. A student who is out of class without a valid hall pass will be escorted back to his/her class by 
an administrator or campus supervisor.  Repeated violations of the hall pass policy will result in 
further administrative disciplinary action. 

6. Teaching Assistants (T. A.’s) must wear designated T. A. identification necklaces at all times 
when out of class.  Failure to observe this policy may result in loss of T. A. position and 
placement in another class. 

7. The school staff will encourage students to plan their time effectively and to take care of 
personal business between classes, not during class time. 

 
 
HONESTY POLICY 
The Clayton Valley High School staff believes that students should act in an honest and responsible 
manner toward other students, teachers, staff and school administrators.  Violations of the Clayton 
Valley Honesty Policy include, but are not limited to, the following examples: 

• Copying the homework assignments/projects of another student. 
• Providing class assignments to another student for the purpose of copying. 
• Providing any previously-scored assessments and/or assignments to another student without 

specific teacher approval.  
• Asking or informing students from another period the content of test/quizzes/assessments. 
• Representing as your own work, in whole or part, work completed by other student(s). 
• Failure to take reasonable measures to protect your test/quiz/assignment/project for use 

by another student. 
• Changing a teacher’s grade on an assignment/test/quiz/project and claiming that the 

teacher made an error. 
• Falsely accusing a teacher of losing an assignment or making a grading error. 
• Using electronic devices to cheat by prerecording unauthorized formulas, answers or 

processes.   
• Communicating unauthorized information during a test/assessment to another student by 

electronic, written, or other means. 
• Using unauthorized “cheat sheets” during a test/quiz/assessment. 
• Falsifying a parent excuse for absence in order to “make up” missed work as a result of that 

absence. 
• Falsifying data for assignment/project/class activity and representing false data as 

accurate and true. 
• Plagiarism* (see below) 

 
*To PLAGIARIZE, according to The American Heritage Dictionary of the American Language, is to 
“…steal and use the (ideas of writing of another) as one’s own; to appropriate passages of 
ideas from (another) and use them as one’s own; to take and use as one’s own the writings or 
ideas of another.” 
It is essential that students understand the definition of plagiarism and give due credit through 
citations, footnotes, and/or bibliographies for ideas, passages, and quotations taken from outside 
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sources.  For example, students must know that downloading information from online sources, 
copying from written sources, or transcribing from oral sources without providing appropriate 
citation is plagiarism.  In addition, failure to paraphrase and/or summarize ideas taken from outside 
sources, or simply changing several non-essential words and appropriating the idea as one’s own, is 
plagiarism. 
 
CONSEQUENCES FOR VIOLATION OF THE CPHS HONESTY POLICY 
Consequences for violations of the CPHS Honesty Policy are applicable for the entire academic year.

Third Violation 
• Failure of the Semester in which the third violation occurs 
• Parent/Guardian/Student/Teacher/Administrator Conference

LOCKERS 
ALL STUDENT LOCKERS ARE UNDER JOINT CONTROL OF CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL 
AND THE MT. DIABLO UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT.  CONSEQUENTLY, STUDENT LOCKERS 
ARE PUBLIC PROPERTY AND SUBJECT TO PERIODIC AND/OR EMERGENCY INSPECTION AT 
ANY TIME, IN OR OUT OF THE PRESENCE OF THE STUDENT TO WHICH IT IS ASSIGNED. 
 
Clayton Valley High School and the Mt. Diablo Unified School District assume no responsibility for 
valuable personal items and/or money stored or left in student lockers.  Valuables should be left 
at home, as they can become a target for theft. 
 
Students may NOT store any materials in his/her locker which are a violation of Mt. Diablo Unified 
School District, Clayton Valley High School, California, and/or federal law or regulations.  The 
student to whom the locker is assigned is responsible for the items stored in the locker. 
 
STUDENTS ARE ISSUED A LOCKER AND A COMBINATION LOCK BY CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH 
SCHOOL.  Students may also use their own lock, but if school officials want to open the locker the 
school will cut off private locks, and students will NOT be reimbursed.  FAILURE TO FOLLOW 
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THESE GUIDELINES WILL RESULT IN LOSS OF LOCKER PRIVILEGES.  Students will be charged 
for lost school-issued locks.  Students provide their own locks for P. E. lockers.  
 
 
PARKING LOT 
STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE SCHOOL PARKING LOTS DURING SCHOOL HOURS 
WITHOUT A WRITTEN PASS FROM AN ADMINISTRATOR.  STUDENTS ARE NOT TO LEAVE 
ITEMS NEEDED DURING THE SCHOOL DAY IN THEIR CARS.  SCHOOL LOCKERS ARE 
AVAILABLE FOR STORAGE.  UNAUTHORIZED STUDENTS IN THE PARKING LOT DURING 
SCHOOL HOURS MAY LOSE THEIR PARKING PRIVILEGES AT CLAYTON VALLEY. 
 
The student parking lot is located adjacent to the school on Viking Drive.  Before a student has 
permission to park in the student parking lot, completion of a parking permit application and 
payment must be made.  The fee is $25.00 per school year or $10.00 for second semester only.  
Parking applications are available in the Treasurers office.  Once the application is completed and 
the parking fee paid, students will receive a Clayton Valley parking permit to hang from the rear 
view mirror or place on the right side of the dashboard.  Student vehicles parked on school 
property WITHOUT a student parking permit will be cited by the Concord Police Department.  
Students are reminded that simply purchasing a parking permit is not sufficient to avoid a parking 
citation.  STUDENT PARKING PERMITS MUST BE PROPERLY DISPLAYED AT ALL TIMES WHILE 
THE VEHICLE IS PARKED ON CLAYTON VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL PROPERTY.  In addition, 
student parking permits may NOT be transferred or shared between or among students.  Clayton 
Valley High School has a limited number of parking spaces available to students and must prevent 
the use of these spaces by non-students. 
 
The following regulations apply to all students who park vehicles on Clayton Valley property: 
1. Students must park only in the designated student parking lot.  Students may not park in 

faculty lots, visitor parking spaces, disabled spaces (without a DMV-issued placard), bus 
zones, red zones, or anywhere else on campus at any time.  The parking lot speed limit is 5 
m.p.h.  All directional arrows must be observed and vehicles must be parked “front first” in the 
parking space.  Vehicles may not be double parked or park in emergency entrances, fire lanes, or 
student pedestrian walkways. 

2. Student vehicles may be cited for mechanical and license violations as well as for parking 
violations. 

3. Any student parked in the student parking lot who needs to leave campus must obtain a valid 
“Permit to Leave School” through the Attendance Office. 

4. Parking lot privileges may be SUSPENDED and/or REVOKED for: 
• Reckless, exhibitionist, or unsafe driving 
• Parking violations 
• Failure to observe the directions of Parking Lot Supervisors 
• Continued and repetitive abuse of privileges 

The student accepts all liability for loss or damage to vehicles while parked or driving on Clayton 
Valley High School property.  Any casualty, loss or damage should be reported immediately to the 
student’s insurance company and the Concord Police Department. 
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SEXUAL HARASSMENT POLICY 
Education Code 212.5 
“Sexual harassment” means unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, and other 
verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature, made by someone from or in the work or 
educational setting, under any of the following conditions: 
(a) Submission to the conduct is explicitly or implicitly made a term or a condition of an 

individual’s employment, academic status, or progress. 
(b) Submission to, or rejection of, the conduct by the individual is used as the basis of 

employment or academic decisions affecting the individual. 
(c) The conduct has the purpose or effect of having a negative impact upon the individual’s 

work or academic performance, or of creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive work or 
educational environment. 

(d) Submission to, or rejection of, the conduct by the individual is used as the basis for any 
decision affecting the individual regarding benefits and services, honors, programs, or 
activities available at or through the educational institution. (Amend. Stats. 1998, Ch.914) 

 
Examples of Sexual Harassment 
Sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to: 
• Unwelcome leering, sexual flirtations, or propositions. 
• Unwelcome sexual slurs, epithets, threats, verbal abuse, derogatory comments, or sexually 

degrading descriptions. 
• Graphic verbal comments about an individual’s body, or overly personal conversation. 
• Sexual jokes, stories, drawings, pictures, or gestures. 
• Spreading sexual rumors. 
• Teasing or sexual remarks about students enrolled in a predominately single-sex class. 
• Touching a student’s body or clothes in a sexual way. 
• Cornering or blocking normal movements. 
• Displaying sexually suggestive objects in the educational environment. 
 
Sexual harassment by any student is forbidden and will result in disciplinary action up to and 
including expulsion. 
 
Complaint Process 
Any student who believes he or she has been subject to sexual harassment prohibited by Board 
Policy 5145.7 should immediately report incidents to the principal or other school administrator.  
Any student who feels that he or she is being harassed may file a written complaint in accordance 
with the procedures set forth in the Uniform Complaint Procedures described in Board of Education 
Policy 1312.1.  Each complaint shall be promptly investigated. 
 
 
SKATEBOARDS, ROLLERBLADES, ETC. 
SKATEBOARDS, ROLLERBLADES, AND SKATEBOARDS WITH HANDLES (i.e. “Razors”) ARE NOT 
TO BE RIDDEN ON CAMPUS AT ANY TIME.  STUDENTS MUST NOT BE IN POSSESSION OF A 
SKATEBOARD DURING SCHOOL HOURS.  SKATEBOARDS MUST BE STORED. 
 
Use of these items seriously damages school facilities and presents a danger to pedestrians on 
campus.  Failure to observe this regulation will result in confiscation of the item until a 
parent/guardian comes to retrieve it from an administrator.  Repeated violations will result in 
further disciplinary action. 
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VISITOR PASSES 
As a matter of security, Clayton Valley High School requires all campus visitors to sign in at the 
Main Office and obtain a Mt. Diablo Unified School District Visitor’s Pass.  School staff members 
are directed to question any visitor they do not recognize.  School-aged visitors are generally 
refused permission to visit campus during school hours and students are generally not allowed to 
bring “guests” to school during regular school hours.  Parents/guardians of Clayton Valley students 
are welcome on campus as visitors and should follow the aforementioned check-in procedure when 
visiting Clayton Valley.

Due Process: Students or their parents/guardians may appeal disciplinary decisions in writing to the site or district administration.
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CVHS DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES 
 
 
The Clayton Valley High School discipline policy is based on the philosophy that no student will be 
allowed to engage in behavior that is not in his/her best interest and/or the best interest of other 
students or members of the school staff.  Our primary responsibility is the education, safety, and 
general welfare of all Clayton Valley students. 
 
Teachers establish supplemental class policies, suitable to grade level and subject taught which 
support a positive learning environment in classroom.  Referral to the vice principal is used as a last 
resort after teachers have employed a progressive discipline policy and have exhausted all other 
appropriate preventative and corrective measures.  Each disciplinary case will be handled as rapidly, 
firmly, and fairly as possible.  In most instances, the student’s parent/guardian will be notified by a 
teacher and/or administrator regarding the particular disciplinary issue. 
 
 
FOUR STEP CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE POLICY 
The Four Step Classroom Discipline Policy is applied when student behavior disrupts the learning 
environment.  Disruptive and defiant student behavior is defined as “any behavior which actively 
disrupts the learning environment for other students and/or challenges, refuses to obey, or respect 
the directive, authority or position of the classroom teacher.” 
 
Note:  In the case of serious classroom disruption or defiance of authority, the teacher may 
proceed directly to Step Three and submit a disciplinary referral to an administrator. 
 
Step One  Teacher warns and counsels student regarding inappropriate behavior. 
Step Two  Teacher contacts parent/guardian and makes record of contact. 
Step Three Teacher submits a disciplinary referral to an administrator  

AND/OR teacher suspends student from the remainder of the  
current class, with the option of continuing the suspension through the next class 
period.  In the case of a class suspension initiated by a teacher, the teacher 
completes the class suspension form, notifies parent/guardian, and submits the 
completed class suspension form to the appropriate Vice Principal. 

Step Four Teacher submits a disciplinary referral to the appropriate Vice Principal for 
administrative disciplinary action, which may include student suspension from school. 

 
 
CLASSROOM SUSPENSION 
Classroom suspension is the temporary removal of a student from his/her regular classroom by a 
teacher or administrator.  In the case of a teacher suspension from class, the student will remain 
on campus and report to the designated Vice Principal’s office during the period from which he/she 
is suspended.  Teacher suspensions may be for the remainder of the class period OR the remainder 
of the class period AND the following class period.  The suspending teacher will contact the 
student’s parent(s)/guardian(s). 
 
 
SCHOOL SUSPENSION 
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School suspension is the removal of a student from school from one (1) to five (5) days by an 
administrator.  While on suspension, the student may not participate in any school activity or 
be on any MDUSD school campus.  If suspension encompasses the weekend, the student will be 
excluded from all school activities during the weekend. 
Students will be suspended when  
• Other means of correction have failed, and/or  
• The student’s continued presence on campus is considered by the administration to be 

dangerous or disruptive to others, or  
• For specific serious offenses and those listed under Education Code 48900, 48900.2, 48900.3, 

48900.4, 48900.7, 48911, and 48915. 
Except in the case of an emergency situation, the school administrator will attempt to contact the 
parent/guardian prior to a school suspension.  Parents/guardians will be encouraged to attend an 
administrative conference regarding the matter.  Students suspended from school may NOT return 
to Clayton Valley High School or any other Mt. Diablo Unified School District campus during the 
suspension.  Supervision of the student on suspension is the sole responsibility of the student’s 
parent/legal guardian.  Students are not allowed to participate in or attend any school activities, 
including practices and/or rehearsals, for the duration of the suspension. 
 
Causes for Suspension or Expulsion 
State Education Code 48900 
a.(1) Caused/attempted to cause or threatened to cause physical injury to another person. 
a.(2) Willfully used force or violence upon the person of another, except in self-defense. 
b. Possessed/sold/furnished any firearm/knife/explosive/dangerous object. 
c. Possessed/sold/furnished or been under the influence of any controlled substance/alcoholic 

beverage/intoxicant. 
d. Offered/arranged/negotiated to sell any controlled substance/alcoholic 

beverage/intoxicant-and then-sold/delivered/furnished a liquid/substance/material 
represented to be a controlled substance/alcoholic beverage/intoxicant. 

e. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion. 
f. Caused/attempted to cause damage to school/private property. 
g. Stole/attempted to steal school/private property. 
h. Possessed/used tobacco/other nicotine product. 
i. Committed an obscene act/engaged in habitual profanity/vulgarity. 
j. Unlawfully possessed/offered/arranged/negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia.  (Section 

11014.5 of the Health and Safety Code) 
k. Disrupted school activities/defied valid authority. 
l. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property. 
m. Possessed an imitation firearm. 
n. Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault as defined in Penal Code 261, 266C, 

286, 288, 288a, or 289 or committed a sexual battery as defined by Penal code 243.4. 
o. Harassed, threatened, or intimidated a student to prevent/retaliate for being a witness in a 

school disciplinary hearing. 
p. Unlawfully offered/arranged to sell/negotiated to sell/sold the prescribed drug Soma. 
q. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in hazing as defined in Section 32050. 
s. Aided or abetted in the physical injury of another person, as defined by Penal Code, Section 

31. 
 
 
State Education Code 48900.2, 48900.3, 48900.4, 48900.7 
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EC 48900.2 Committed sexual harassment as defined by EC 212.5 (Grades 4-12 only) 
EC 48900.3 Caused/attempted to cause/threatened to cause or participated in an act of hate 

violence as defined by EC 233(e).  (Grades 4-12 only) 
EC 48900.4 Engaged in harassment/threats/intimidation against student(s) which disrupted 

classwork, created substantial disorder, invaded rights of student(s) or employee(s) which 
disrupted classwork, created substantial disorder, invaded rights of student(s) or 
employee(s) by creating an intimidating or hostile environment.  (Grades 4-12 only) 

EC 48900.7 Made terrorist threats against school officials or school property, or both. 
 
Mandatory Suspension and Expulsion WITH Principal’s Exception 
State Education Code 48915, Subsection A 
1. Caused serious physical injury to another person, except in self-defense. 
2. Possessed any knife, explosive or other dangerous object of no reasonable use to the 

student. 
3. Unlawful possession of any controlled substance listed in Chapter 2 (Section 11053) of 

Division 10 of the Health and Safety Code except for the first offense of not more than 
one avoirdupois ounce of marijuana, other than concentrated cannabis. 

4. Robbery or extortion. 
5. Assault or battery, as defined by Sections 240 and 242 of the Penal Code, upon any school 

employee. 
 
Suspension and Expulsion WITHOUT Exception 
State Education Code 48915, Subsection C 
1. Possessing/selling/furnishing a firearm at school or at a school activity.  Possession must be 

verified by a school employee. 
2. Brandishing a knife at another person 
3. Unlawfully selling a controlled substance listed in Chapter 2 (Section 11 0a53) of Division 10 

of the Health and Safety Code. 
4. Committing or attempting to commit a sexual assault as defined in subdivision (n) of Section 

EC 48900 or committing a sexual battery as defined in subdivision (n) of Section EC 48900  
5. Possession of an explosive, as defined by EC 48915(h). 
 
 
EXPULSION 
Expulsion is the removal from enrollment in all district schools as ordered by the Mt. Diablo 
Unified School District Board of Education.  The MDUSD Board of Education may order expulsion 
when other means of correcting student behavior have failed or if the continued presence of the 
student on the school campus is considered to be dangerous to the physical safety of others.  
Students may not be on any campus in the school district or attend any school-sponsored activities 
once they are expelled by the Board of Education. 
 
Zero Tolerance Policy 
• It is the policy of the Mt. Diablo Unified School District that any school-related possession, 

use, sale, furnishing, or receiving of any weapon, including but not limited to a firearm, knife, 
explosive or any other injurious object not necessary for the academic purposes of the student 
and capable of inflicting substantial bodily injury—shall not be tolerated. 

• Law enforcement shall be notified regarding student violations of this policy.  In addition, 
students who violate this policy shall be subject to disciplinary action up to and including 
expulsion from the Mount Diablo Unified School District. 
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Law Enforcement Involvement 
The primary responsibility of Clayton Valley High School is the education and safety of all students.  
Therefore, school officials reserve the right to contact and involve law enforcement 
officials/agencies in school matters when such intervention is deemed necessary and/or 
appropriate.  
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Dear Student, 
The district has procedures that are meant to give guidance to anyone, including students, who wish 
to file a complaint of unlawful discrimination. If you have a complaint of unlawful discrimination, 
please try to resolve the complaint with the school principal or program manager.

The compliance officer will give you a copy of District Board Policy 1312.3 and District 
Administrative Rules 1312.3. These documents will explain the complaint procedures in greater 
detail, including a description of your option to use mediation to resolve your complaint. 
 
You may file a complaint of unlawful discrimination if you feel that you or someone else has 
suffered unlawful discrimination. You must initiate your discrimination complaint no later than six 
months from the date that the alleged discrimination occurred, or from the date that you first 
learned of the facts of the alleged discrimination. 
 
Within five working days of receiving any compliant, the compliance officer may hold a meeting to 
investigate your complaint. The compliance officer will invite you to the meeting. You may bring a 
representative to this meeting. At the meeting you, or your representative, will have the 
opportunity to present information supporting your complaint. 
 
Within thirty days of receiving your complaint, the compliance officer will send you a report on the 
investigation and a written decision regarding your complaint.   If you are not satisfied with the 
compliance officer’s decision, you may appeal in writing to the district’s Board of Education within 
five days by contacting:

The Board of Education will consider your appeal at its next regular meeting or at a special meeting. 
The compliance officer will inform you of the Board’s decision: 

• The Board may decline to hear your appeal, in which case the compliance officer’s decision 
will be the district’s final decision. 

• The Board may hear your appeal in which case the compliance officer will send you a written 
copy of the Board’s decision within 60 days of the district’s initially receiving your

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complaint, or within the time period that was specified in writing in an agreement between 
you and the compliance officer. 

 
In either case, the compliance officer will inform you in writing of the appropriate procedures in 
the event that you wish to appeal the Board’s decision to the California Department of Education. 
You have the right to appeal the district’s decision to the California Department of Education 
within 15 days of receiving the district’s decision. 
 
The district will strive to protect anyone filing a complaint from retaliation of any sort for filing 
the complaint. The investigation of all discrimination complaints will be conducted in a manner that 
protects the individual’s confidentiality.  The entire district procedure of complaint investigation 
and final decision will be concluded within a sixty calendar-day period. 
 
You are entitled to pursue available civil law remedies outside of the district’s complaint 
procedures. For example, you may seek assistance from mediation centers or attorneys. Courts may 
impose such civil law remedies as injunctions and restraining orders. For discrimination complaints, 
however, you must wait until sixty days have elapsed from the filing of an appeal with the California 
Department of Education before pursuing civil law remedies. The sixty-day moratorium does not 
apply to injunctive relief.
