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INTRODUCTION

Information Literacy Standards for Student Learning are basic to student mastery of the concepts and skills that citizens will need in the information age.  The student who works at all these outcomes throughout a school career will emerge as an information-literate high school graduate: one who has the ability to use information to acquire basic and advanced knowledge; to become an independent, lifelong learner; and to contribute effectively and responsibly to the learning community.  The school library media program is a critical component of every school’s total education program.  Through the facilities, materials, and technologies provided in the program, students and staff become effective users and creators of ideas and information.  In collaboration with teachers and others, the library media teacher:

· Teaches information literacy through the content area

· Enhances technology literacy through learning opportunities

· Builds reading literacy through reading incentive programs and collection development to engage students’ interests.

· Models and teaches reading strategies

· Provides intellectual and physical access to an organized system of ideas, information, and resources.

The following document proposes that every student graduating from high school should be information literate, an independent learner, and socially responsible.  Thus this document is divided into three main standards.  

Each of these standards is divided into several parts.  Under each part, there is a rubric to measure how well students are attaining each part of the standard.  Each standard can be applied to a kindergartner and through a high school senior.  Naturally, the degree to which each standard is measured changes with the grade and maturity of the student.  

(3)  Proficient/Mastery  
The program standards are fully operational. The students are information literate and actively seek knowledge.  Students are given ample opportunity to develop a love of learning and reading.  Students are encouraged to determine a need for information, to assess that information, to use it to produce a product and then be able to evaluate the results.

(2) Progressing

Program standard is operational and there is evidence of progress.  The library media program is operating at a level which students can succeed.

(1) Basic

Some evidence of the program standard but improvement is needed.

Under each standard and part of a standard there is a box.  This box ties the proposed Library Standard to the Mt. Diablo Unified School District’s Standards in Language Arts and Social Studies at the fifth, eighth and twelfth grade levels, and the National Standards for Technology in conformity with the California State Standards and Framework. These grade levels were chosen because they are the exit grades for each level.

9.4.  Collaborates with others, both in person and through technologies, to design, develop, and evaluate 

        information products and solutions:

Basic - Works with others, in person and remotely through technologies to create and evaluate products that communicate complex information and ideas.

Progressing - Works with others, in person and remotely through technologies, to create and evaluate complex information products that integrate information in a variety of formats. 

Proficient/Mastery - Students assume responsibility for collaborating with others either in person or through technology, to synthesize ideas into a finished product.


APPENDIX A

Technology Foundation: Standards for All Students

The technology foundation standards for students are divided into six categories.  Standards within each category are to be introduced, reinforced, and mastered by students. Teachers can use these standards and profiles as guidelines for planning technology-based activities in which students achieve success in learning, communication, and life skills.

Technology Foundation Standards for Students

1. Basic operations and concepts:

· Students demonstrate a sound understanding of the nature and operation technology systems.

· Students are proficient in the use of technology.

2. Social, ethical, and human issues:

· Students understand the ethical, cultural, and societal issues related to technology.

· Students practice responsible use of technology systems, information, and software.

· Students develop positive attitudes toward technology uses that support lifelong learning, collaboration, personal pursuits, and productivity.  

3. Technology productivity tools:

· Students use technology tools to enhance learning, increase productivity, and promote creativity.

· Students use productivity tools to collaborate in construction technology-enhanced models, preparing publications, and producing other creative works.

4. Technology communication tools:

· Students use telecommunications to collaborate, publish, and interact with peers, experts, and other audiences.

· Students use a variety of media and formats to communicate information and ideas effectively to multiple audiences.

5. Technology research tools:

· Students use technology to locate, evaluate, and collect information from a variety of sources.

· Students use technology tools to process data and report results.

· Students evaluate and select new information resources and technological innovations based on the appropriateness to specific tasks.

6. Technology problem-solving and decision-making tools:

· Students use technology resources for solving problems and making informed decisions. 

· Students employ technology in the development of strategies for solving problems in the real world.

APPENDIX B

Historical and Social Sciences Analysis Skills
In addition to the standards for grades K-5, students demonstrate the following intellectual, reasoning, reflection and research skills:

Grades K-5

Chronological and Spatial Thinking

1. students place key events and people of the historical era they are studying both in a chronological sequence and within a spatial context; they interpret timelines 

2. students apply terms related to time correctly, including past, present, future, decade, century, and generation 

3. students explain how the present is connected to the past, identifying both similarities and differences between the two, and how some things change over time and some things stay the same 

4. students use map and globe skills to determine the absolute locations of places and interpret information available through the map's legend, scale, and symbolic representations 

5. students judge the significance of the relative location of a place (e.g., close to a harbor, trade routes) and analyze how those relative advantages or disadvantages can change over time 

Research, Evidence and Point of View

1. students differentiate between primary and secondary sources 

2. students pose relevant questions about events encountered in historical documents, eyewitness accounts, oral histories, letters, diaries, artifacts, photos, maps, art and architecture 

3. students distinguish fact from fiction by comparing documentary sources on historical figures and events with fictionalized characters and events 

Historical Interpretation

1. students summarize the key events of the era they are studying and explain their historical contexts 

2. students identify the human and physical characteristics of the places they are studying and explain how these features form the unique character of these places 

3. students identify and interpret the multiple causes and effects of historical events 

4. students conduct cost/benefit analyses of historical and current events 

Grades 6-8

Chronological and Spatial Thinking

1. students explain how major events are related to each other in time 

2. students construct various timelines of key events, people, and periods of the historical era being studied 

3. students use a variety of maps and documents to identify physical and cultural features of neighborhoods, cities, states, and countries and to explain the historical migration of people, expansion and disintegration of empires, and the growth of economic systems 

Research, Evidence and Point of View

1. students frame questions that can be answered by historical study and research 

2. students distinguish fact from opinion in historical narratives and stories 

3. students distinguish relevant from irrelevant information, essential from incidental information, and verifiable from unverifiable information in historical narratives and stories 

4. students assess the credibility of primary and secondary sources and draw sound conclusions from them 

5. students detect the different historical points of view on historical events and determine the context in which the historical statements were made (the questions asked, sources used, author's perspectives) 

Historical Interpretation

1. students explain the central issues and problems of the past, placing people and events in a matrix of time and place 

2. students understand and distinguish cause, effect, sequence, and correlation in historical events, including the long- and short-term causal relations 

3. students explain the sources of historical continuity and how the combination of ideas and events explains the emergence of new patterns 

4. students recognize the role of chance, oversight, and error in history 

5. students recognize interpretations of history are subject to change as new information is uncovered 

6. students interpret basic indicators of economic performance and conduct cost/benefit analyses in order to analyze economic and political issues 

Grades 9-12

Chronological and Spatial Thinking

1. students compare the present with the past, evaluating the consequences of past events and decisions and determining the lessons learned 

2. students analyze how change happens at different rates at different times; that some aspects can change while others remain the same; that change is complicated and affects not only technology and politics, but also values and beliefs 

3. students use a variety of maps and documents to interpret human movement, including major patterns of domestic and international migration; changing environmental preferences and settlement patterns; the frictions that develop between population groups; and the diffusion of ideas, technological innovations, and goods 

4. students relate current events to the physical and human characteristics of places and regions 

Historical Research, Evidence and Point of View

1. students distinguish valid arguments from fallacious arguments in historical interpretations 

2. students identify bias and prejudice in historical interpretations 

3. students evaluate major debates among historians concerning alternative interpretations of the past, including an analysis of authors' use of evidence and the distinctions between sound generalizations and misleading oversimplifications 

4. students construct and test hypotheses; collect, evaluate and employ information from multiple primary and secondary sources; and apply it in oral and written presentations 

Historical Interpretation

1. students show the connections, causal and otherwise, between particular historical events and larger social, economic and political trends and developments 

2. students recognize the complexity of historical causes and effects, including the limitations on determining cause and effect 

3. students interpret past events and issues within the context in which an event unfolded rather than solely in terms of present day norms and values 

4. students understand the meaning, implication, and impact of historical events while recognizing that events could have taken other directions 

5. students analyze human modifications of a landscapes, and examine the resulting environmental policy issues 

6. students conduct cost/benefit analyses and apply basic economic indicators to analyze the aggregate economic behavior of the U.S. economy
