The Open Enrollment Period is here, and we anticipate that parents may have some questions about what is available and how to navigate their way through this process if they should choose to participate. In an attempt to make the transfer process user friendly, we are providing information on the different types of transfers and an explanation of the type of form that parents would file to participate in the process.  Please take a moment to read the following Q & A to help you with your decision making about which route you may desire to take to select the school of your choice for your student(s) for 2011-2012 school year.

	1. What are my options?
	· School Choice (another MDUSD school)
· NCLB Transfer  (No Child Left Behind)

	2. What is School Choice?
	School Choice provides parents with an opportunity to apply for another MDUSD school other than their residence school. (i.e. My residence is in Clayton and I would like to apply for a school in Concord.)

	3. What is NCLB Transfer?
	NCLB (No Child Left Behind) provides parents whose student’s residence school is identified as Program Improvement (PI) to apply for attendance at a non-Program Improvement school.  Program Improvement (PI) is a formal designation for Title 1 funded schools that do not make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for two consecutive years. The Program Improvement schools are listed below.

	4. What is Open Enrollment SBX 5 4?
	Open Enrollment SBX5 4 provides parents whose student’s residence school has been identified as a Persistently Low Achieving school to apply to a school anywhere within or outside of the district. The receiving school must have an API (Academic Performance Index) score that is higher than that of the resident school. Persistently Low Achieving schools are listed below.

	5. Once my student is assigned a school, can my student be displaced?

	> Students on School Choice K-12 transfers can be displaced prior to September 15 of each school year by students who reside in the school’s attendance area. (BP & AR 5116)
> Students on NCLB Transfers can be displaced prior to September 15 the first school year of transfer by students who reside in the school’s attendance area.  (BP & AR 5116)
> Students on Open Enrollment SBX5 4 can be displaced prior to September 15 the first school year of transfer by students who reside in the school’s attendance area.  

	6. When can I pick up my application and when is it due?
	> You may pick up your application beginning October 1, 2010, at your student’s resident school or at the Dent Center (Office of Student Services).
> Completed applications for grades 1-12 must be returned to your student’s resident school or the Dent Center (Office of Student Services) between October 1, 2010, and January 15, 2011.

	7. How many applications may I submit?
	A parent may apply for only one transfer during a school year. If a parent has applied for a School Choice K-12 transfer, then a subsequent NCLB School Choice or Open Enrollment SBX5 4 form will not be accepted.


	8. I have a kindergartner. When can I apply for a transfer?
	Applications for kindergartners may be requested on or after the student is registered at her/his school of residence on kindergarten registration day, February 1, 2011. Completed applications are due no later than February 26, 2011.

	9. How long is the enrollment effective? Does it expire?
	Once enrolled, the transfer is in effect through the 5th grade for elementary, 8th grade for middle school and through 12th grade for the high schools. 

Students in 5th grade and 8th grade who wish to apply for a transfer to middle or high school other than their school of residence must apply for a new transfer for the next grade level.

	10. Are these options available to me if my student has an IEP (Individualized Educational Plan)?
	Yes, the parent may apply for an intra-district transfer. The transfer application must be submitted to the Special Education Administrator located in the Office of Student Services at the Dent Center. The IEP team will recommend appropriate placement and program based on IEP goals. 

	11.  Is transportation provided by the school district (MDUSD)?
	School Choice: Parent is responsible for transportation

NCLB: Transportation is provided from resident school to receiving school.

Open Enrollment SBX5 4: Parent is responsible for transportation.

	12.  We are new to the district and have missed the deadline date.  What are my options?
	School Choice; Parent may apply during the next open enrollment period (beginning Oct. 1, 2011).

NCLB: Parent may submit an application once you have enrolled your student in one of the Program Improvement identified schools.
Open Enrollment SBX5 4: Parent may submit an application once you have enrolled your student in one of the SBX 5 4 identified schools.
